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1. Overall Description:

3GPP GERAN1 would like to thank ETSI TC RT for its liaison statement on coordination issues in relation with 3GPP TS 45.005/ETSI TS 100 910. GERAN1 welcomes the information provided about the work performed by the Special Task Force 390 to define receiver parameter for railways mobile terminals.

To the question “who´s in charge of taking care for all the coordination aspects between mobile networks to guaranty an interference free operation in accordance with 3GPP TS 45.005/ETSI TS 100 910” as raised in the LS GERAN1 is unfortunately unable to bring an answer.

However GERAN can clarify that from the Terms of Reference of GERAN1 as defined in 3GPP and listed below, it appears clearly that this task is out of the scope of GERAN activities.

· Internal GERAN interface specifications such Ater (CCU-TRAU),

· Specifications for GERAN radio performance and RF system aspects,

· Conformance test specifications for testing of all aspects of GERAN base stations,

· GERAN specific O&M specifications for the nodes in the GERAN.
