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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN1 would like to thank RAN4 and RAN2 for their liaison statements on Wideband RSRQ measurements. TSG GERAN1 would like to point out that discussion took place in GERAN1 (mobility algorithms) and GERAN2 (associated signalling support).
TSG GERAN1 would like to understand whether the support of Wideband RSRQ measurements is necessary in GERAN taking into account the mobility scenarios from GERAN. TSG GERAN1 understands RAN4 has concluded on the need for the measurements for mobility between UTRAN and E-UTRAN.

From TSG GERAN1 perspective, the scenario to consider is obviously the triple mode scenario (GERAN, UTRAN, E-UTRAN capable UE and triple mode network deployment) where the UTRAN/E-UTRAN cells belong to the same operator. In this scenario, of particular interest is the case of a strong NB (E-)UTRAN cell interfering a WB E-UTRAN cell. WB-RSRQ measurements of the E-UTRAN cell would certainly discard the WB-EUTRAN cell from being a reselection / handover candidate from GERAN. However, TSG GERAN1’s understanding is in fact that the NB (E-)UTRAN cell would actually be a (very) likely candidate for reselection / handover from GERAN, such that the WB-RSRQ measurements would not be deemed useful. 
TSG GERAN1 would like to ask RAN4 whether they have identified other triple mode scenarios where WB-RSRQ measurements would avoid significant degradation from the perspective of mobility from GERAN.
2. Actions
To RAN4: TSG GERAN1 kindly asks RAN4 to take the above information into account and requests RAN4 to consider whether there is any other relevant triple-mode scenario TSG GERAN1 should take into account in evaluating the need for WB-RSRQ measurements in GERAN.
