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1. Overall Description:

Following the SA2 decision to introduce support of the “former LTE PLMN” feature within TS 23.272 (TS 23.272 Rel-11 CR0874 rev2) GERAN2 decided to introduce support of this feature for the BSS. 
GERAN2 discussed the solution agreed by SA2 where the information about the former LTE PLMN is provided to the BSS at RR connection release (in 48.008 CLEAR COMMAND message on the A-interface) and concluded that this will be too late for the BSS to potentially acquire measurement reports on the relevant E-UTRAN frequencies that are needed to ensure a reliable re-route to the appropriate E-UTRAN cell under the pre-requisite of radio coverage availability.

Based on this conclusion GERAN2 agreed a CR to the 48.008 specification enabling the provision of the former LTE PLMN to the BSS while the MS is in dedicated mode, i.e. before RR connection release and hence enabling the BSS to potentially acquire measurements on the relevant E-UTRAN frequencies before the RR connection is released and thus before the decision to re-route the MS to E-UTRAN is taken (see attachment). 
2. Actions
