We are seeing an issue with some of the test cases in the IR_G Suite where if the UE camp timer runs out, the TTCN fails with an “Error” verdict instead of “Fail”.
If we change the Camping time out as final verdict instead of preliminary verdict, it will improve the execution time for testing and the investigation will be easier. It will eradicate the unnecessary confusion of error messages. In a case when a test case guard timer is 30 min and the UE does not camp within the camping timer it will terminate the test case straight away giving a Final verdict as FAIL.
