Chris Pudney [Vodafone] proposed a detailed agenda for the meeting by email. Chao [Huawei] indicated by email that their document was on evaluation methodology and it was included as second item in 4(b).

4 Contributions and discussions
4.1 Outcome of PCG#34 meeting 
Olaf Liberg (GERAN Chair) presented the outcome of PCG#34 meeting through PCG34_39r2 “Proposed way forward on the GERAN Cellular IoT activities, and the GERAN & RAN re-organization.”
· Several people asked about the going forward with “one clean-slate WI item”. What would be the selection criteria and if it would done within GERAN? Chris [Vodafone]: We could use the objectives set out in the Study Item TR45.820, but it is important to present a clear solution. Further clarifications on the objectives might be proposed in GERAN #66. Questions were also raised on including candidate “maturity” in the selection. Olaf [GERAN Chair] agreed that we should present a clear solution from the August GERAN #67 meeting.

· Chris [Vodafone] suggested that WID should be prepared in August GERAN#67 meeting which could then be reviewed by the RAN WGs later in August before being presented in RAN plenary#69 in September. Juho [Samsung] indicated that WIDs were normally presented straight to RAN plenary.

· Mungal [Qualcomm] asked if the study item in SA2 would have any impact on our Gb/S1 discussions. Juho [Samsung] asked if we could have Gb/S1 discussion in GERAN#66. Chris [Vodafone] indicated that the Gb vs S1 question was an ongoing topic in GERAN [2], and, that the new SA2 SID could be handled independently.  Chris also noted that it was agreed that the Evolved GERAN solution was based on Gb.

· Olaf [GERAN Chair] said this document PCG34_39r2 will again be presented in GERAN#66 Vilnius meeting.

· Chris [Vodafone] suggested we use the email lists to discuss the WID drafting and the agenda for Vilnius meeting (e.g. with regard to what we need to prepare for the June RAN plenary meeting).

4.2 Resolve any questions on simulation/evaluation methodology results
(a) Discussion on setting the BLER target:
a.1 Stefan [Ericsson] presented “Way forward on modeling of data traffic channel”  that was distributed on the GERAN Tdoc email list at 1325 CEST on 5/5/15. This document is an update of GPC-150291 and includes comments from Nokia Networks but the changes are considered minor/editorial.

· Xiafeng [Qualcomm] said that there will be a time delay between transmissions and that should be included in the calculations. He also asked about the number of parallel channels. Chris [Vodafone] clarified that for EC-GSM deployments, there could be 9 to 12 channels available shared among normal GSM services. Xiafeng [Qualcomm] accepted the explanation on multiple parallel channels.

· Olaf [GERAN Chair] asked if any company is planning to present an input to this document.  

· Fredrik [TeliaSonera] remarked that 95th percentile is commonly considered for coverage study. Stefan [Ericsson] clarified that in this 10% BLER study we have always considered 90th percentile. 

· Juergen [Nokia Networks] asked if UL exception reporting analysis could be extended to downlink as well?  It was agreed that the above analysis was not considered for DL, at least for now.

Telco#11 Working Assumption #1: The proposed way forward in this document is to be adopted. This will be presented for formal agreement in GERAN’s Vilnius meeting.

(b) Discussion on Simulation Assumptions.
b.1 Chao[Huawei] presented “On Latency Evaluation of Downlink Application ACKs for Uplink MAR Periodic Reports.”  This document was presented to provide clarifications to inconsistency in sub-clause 5.3.3.

· Olaf [GERAN Chair] asked why this inconsistency was not clarified in Shanghai plenary.

1. Go along the working assumptions relevant to latency evaluation for application layer ACK for uplink periodic reports WA 23 and WA 23.1 summarized in [GP-140970].

2. Some companies (Ericsson) need some time.
