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1	Introduction





Task Group 8/1 met in Jersey, Channel Islands, from 9-20 November 1998.  The meeting addressed two main topics: IMT-2000 radio technology evaluation; and spectrum for IMT-2000, including preparation of text for the CPM report towards the WRC-2000.





At the Working Group 5 meeting held in London on 4-6 November just prior to the Jersey meeting, the 16 RTT proposals (10 terrestrial and 6 satellite) were addressed and it was agreed that all met the minimum performance requirements and would move on to the “consensus building” stage of the evaluation process








2	Radio Technology Evaluation





In Jersey Working Group 5 on radio technology evaluation addressed two main topics: identification of the key characteristics of the IMT-2000 radio interface(s); and the development of Preliminary Draft New Recommendation RKEY which would define these and their corresponding parameters.





Task Group 8/1 ratified WG5’s recommendation that all 16 radio technology proposals pass to consensus building, and decided that RKEY, the document describing the key characteristics of the (harmonised) radio interface(s), be a Recommendation rather than a report.  To facilitate work it was agreed that RF and baseband would be addressed separately.  Task Group 8/1 and ETSI SMG2 exchanged liaison statements on this issue, (Documents 8-1/TEMP/89 Rev1 and Tdoc SMG2 550/98), the partial overlap of the two meetings proving to be a positive benefit.





A draft structure of RKEY (Document 8-1/TEMP/131 Rev1) was put in place in Jersey, to be completed at the Brazil meeting in March 1999.  Contributions on key characteristics and numerical values for the corresponding parameters are requested for the interim WG5 and Brazil TG 8/1 meetings.  In its present form RKEY allows for a family of systems.





To maintain the required schedule a 3-4 day interim meeting of WG5 will be held in the first week of February 1999.

3	Spectrum





Working Group 2 on spectrum issues addressed three main topics: text for the WRC-2000 CPM Report/Recommendation and related spectrum matters; Draft New Recommendation IMT.SPEC; and the Global Control Channel.





IMT.SPEC will be progressed to be approved by ITU-R SG 8 in November 1999 and then immediately published by the ITU-R Bureau.   As the revised working document will be the first document from TG 8/1 that expresses views of the terrestrial and satellite spectrum requirements using parameters and traffic forecasts agreed upon by the working groups, it is expected that a number of input documents on spectrum will be generated for the Brazil meeting.





It was agreed that a physical Global Control Channel is not required and that a Logical channel is preferred.





An interim meeting prior to the Brazil meeting is not considered necessary. However, the work may progress via correspondence. An e-mail group “tg8-1spec” is to be established.








4	Future Workplan





TG 8/1’s primary objective is to complete the Key Characteristics Recommendation by 31 March 1999, and have radio interface specifications complete by December 1999.  In order to achieve this, the following schedule has been established:





Interim meeting of Working Group 5, Kuala Lumpur, 3-4 day meeting in first week of February 1999, at which RKEY will be progressed.





Full meeting of Task Group 8/1, Brazil, 8 - 19 March, at which RKEY will be completed, and the scope of Recommendation RSPC finalised.





Possible interim meeting of WG2 on spectrum issues





Full meeting of Task Group 8/1, China, 31 May - 11 June, at which Recommendation RSPC will be progressed.





Full meeting of Task Group 8/1, Finland, 25 October - 5 November, at which RSPC radio interface specifications, and the present work of TG 8/1, will be completed.
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
