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1	Opening of the meeting


The meeting was opened at 10.05 a.m. on Tuesday 19th January 1999.





2	Approval of the agenda - RT-99001


The draft agenda Document RT-9001 was approved without any changes.


Document RT-99011 added.


Discussions only today (19th Jan), approval deferred until 21st January when Akio Sasaki arrives.


Ad hoc structure pro tem, David McFarlane to act as secretary, Raul Bruzzone to act as Vice-Contact person for this group.


Nicola to clarify with Akio the structure of this Ad Hoc group.





3	Report of the ETSI/SMG2 ITU Expert Group activity





3.1	Document RT-99002


Ad hoc established Feb 98 to prepare submission to ITU; principally UTRA June 98, and to prepare self-evaluation group by end Sep 98; also to prepare answers to questions from other evaluation groups.


Other contributions to co-ordinate SMG2/ITU-R TG 8/1 groups.


3GPP established, ad hoc should discontinue, decision to be ratified at next SMG2 plenary in January.


But co-ordination still needed so ad hoc should continue under 3GPP TSG RAN Ad Hoc.  This meeting to clarify mandate and guidelines to ensure proper ongoing co-ordination (SMG2 after January will not contribute on UTRA).


Nokia, BT, CSELT feel necessary to keep 3GPP and ITU together – the Ad Hoc will be the interface between 3GPP and ITU-R until at least March meeting in Brazil and probably November 1999 (completion of RSPC). – to ensure the close co-ordination of inputs to ITU to avoid confusion.


3GPP process – no direct contribution as 3GPP – as members only


Proposal: ETSI SMG2 UMTS ITU EG to recommend that the group be discontinued





3.2	Document RT-99007


Document RT-99007 is the report of TG 8/1 Jersey


RKEY Recommendation


RF and baseband split


Draft RKEY put together; RKEY and RF/BB Chars.


Four Liaison Statements to SDOs etc – harmonisation, Packet, CDMA RTTs, and timing structure of TDMA component


Brazil, China, Finland, SG8, then TG 8/1 complete.


Note : Special meeting on IPR issues 6th Feb in Kuala Lumpur (after ITU-R TG 8/1 WG5); detail in addendum 5 to Circular Letter 8/LCCE/47.





4	Report of the first meeting of 3GPP TSG RAN


Nicola Magnani reported on the first meeting of 3GPP TSG RAN.





4.1	Document RT-99010


Regarding the future work of 3GPP TSG RAN ITU Ad Hoc, document RT-99010, proposed guidelines for the 3GPP TSG RAN ITU Ad Hoc, was agreed with some minor changes.  The main guidelines are:


No outputs to be “sourced by 3GPP” – contributions will be sourced by individual members with a footnote reflecting that discussion has taken place within 3GPP.


Need to clarify that all contributions should be submitted by 3GPP RAN plenary or at least sent to the RAN Reflector


Need to indicate that the contributions have been discussed in 3GPP TSG RAN


No technical discussion in the ITU Ad Hoc – merely a collation of technical inputs received from elsewhere


Work to be done by correspondence where possible


ITU Ad Hoc co-ordinates flow of work between 3GPP / ITU-R TG 8/1


This work will principally be in relation to 3GPP RAN, but if necessary will address other matters from other TSGs – in which case material would be submitted to the relevant TSGs and reflectors


The initial focus of the ITU Ad Hoc group should be up to the March meeting of TG 8/1 but it may be necessary to extend this up to November 1999 during the production of the RSPC Series of Recommendations


It was agreed to produce a new document (RT-99015) containing the conclusions of document RT-99010, with agreed revisions; this should be approved by ITU Ad Hoc and proposed to TSG RAN for approval at its meeting in Dallas, 1-5 March 1999.





4.2	Document RT-99015


Document RT-99015 “Proposed Guidelines for the activity of ITU Ad Hoc” (revision of RT-99010) was discussed:


modify bullet 1 in doc 15 indicating that ITU Ad Hoc will be the focus for this activity. It was in fact clarified that all SDO’s involved in 3GPP are in the process of moving their technical activities into 3GPP. Contributions developed within ITU Ad Hoc will then enter the national processed to be submitted to ITU-R TG 8/1.


bullet 2  - for an approval by correspondence; the ITU Ad Hoc contact point will indicate on a case-by-case basis the response cut off date. This will ensure the support of all TSG RAN members.


bullet 3 – delete Ad Hoc


bullet 6 – amend to read “The initial focus of the ITU Ad Hoc group will be up to the March meeting of TG 8/1; if necessary the group will extend its activity up to the end of 1999 when TG 8/1 will approve the RSPC Series of Recommendations”


add a bullet to propose that the contact person of the ITU Ad Hoc is appointed by the TSG RAN, and will act as chairman, managing the group as appropriate. (add as a new last bullet)


The outcome of the discussion on RT-99015 was incorporated into a new Document RT-99020 which will be submitted to TSG RAN in March and circulated as soon as possible through the TSG RAN reflector for comment.





5	Report of other activities toward ITU from 3GPP members (SDO’s)





5.1	Document RT-99011


Document RT-99011 from CEPT ERC TG1 was addressed.


Unwanted emissions are addressed in both IMT.TERM and IMT.RKEY; proposal: do not include numbers in RKEY, these should be in IMT.TERM.  The approach given in RT-99011 was supported.


ERC TG 1 is planning to make a contribution to the March TG 8/1 meeting on numbers for IMT.TERM.





6	Consideration of liaisons from ITU-R TG 8/1


Four liaison documents from ITU-R TG 8/1 were introduced and discussed:-





6.1	Document RT-99003


SMG2 did respond to this liaison from TG 8/1 (doc 8-1/220) on Harmonization activities and promised a more detailed answer after the next SMG2 plenary end January in Sophia Antipolis.


This doc contains 3 attachments:


Att. 1 206 Rev 1 – Chinese input contribution to TTG 8/1 Jersey proposing harmonisation – Proposal to make this available to Layer 1 and 3GPP WG 1 and WG4 this week – agreed.


Att. 2 Doc 208 – WIMS contribution on the harmonisation (WPCDMA) – Proposal to make this attachment available to Layer 1 this week and 3GPP WG 1 and WG4 this week, – agreed.. (latest WPCDMA proposals are on ITU Web site.) Desirable that WPCDMA present their latest proposal to L1 EG this week.


Att. 3 – Region 3 Rapporteur – ARIB, cdma2000, Global CDMA II - Proposal that this also go to L1 and 3GPP WG1 and WG4 this week – agreed





6.2	Document RT-99004


2nd Liaison – proposal that this go to 3GPP WG1 and WG4 this week – agreed.





6.3	Document RT-99005


3rd liaison – detailed response to be approved by SMG2 Plenary next week.


TG 8/1 also requested contributions on RSPC for the March meeting.





6.4	Document RT-99006


4th liaison  – proposal that this should also be answered by SMG2 – as the FDD and TDD elements must be harmonised in WCDMA (the FDD and TDD cannot be treated independently) – Hakan Perssson will draft a proposed SMG 2response





6.5	Summary of Agreements/Actions on the TG 8/1 Liaisons


Ensure that SMG2 receive these liaisons – note the procedural problem: the formal ETSI process would incur unacceptable delay – we should input all these liaisons directly (e.g. via Nokia as ITU-R co-ordinator) to L1 EG.


RT-99003 – already answered by SMG2; we will produce cover page to L1 with the liaison and the three attachments and the front page of the new WPCDMA proposal, for information (but flag that SMG2 has responded to this liaison and no action from L1 at this stage, other than possible consideration of RF parameters)


RT-99004 – packet – we have covered by sending front page to L1; it should be part of the discussion on convergence at the next SMG2 Plenary.


RT-99005 – harmonisation  – detailed answer will be discussed at SMG2 plenary.


RT-99006 Timing Liaison – Ericsson Hakan Persson will draft a proposed SMG2 response to be discussed at SMG2#11 (RT-99018).


In addition this group will produce another cover page in order to send to WG1 and WG4 the complete set of the four liaisons from ITU plus the relevant attachments plus the front page of the new WPCDMA proposal (RT-99012).


The cover page to WG1 and WG4 will be sourced by 3GPP TSG RAN ITU Ad Hoc, while the cover page to L1 EG will be sourced by the ETSI SMG2 UMTS ITU Ad Hoc.


L1 should agree the tables and send the outcome of their discussion to ITU Ad Hoc; ITU Ad Hoc incorporate these tables into our documents, and submit to SMG2.





6.6	Document RT-99012


Document to be sent to WG1 and WG4 containing the liaisons from ITU-R TG 8/1. Discussion:


Stress that the main target is the March meeting of TG 8/1


Indicate TG 8/1 timetable i.e. WG5 Malaysia, TG 8/1 March


action on WG1/WG4 is completion of RF and BB tables by the end of their February meetings, for submission to TG 8/1 in March


Update and re-issue the document without number change (RT-99012Rev1)





6.7	Document RT-99013


RT-99013 (Tdoc L1 69/99) is the input to SMG2 L1; the results from SMG2 L1 are contained in RT-99017 and RT-99019.





6.8	Document RT-99017


Baseband values. Approved by L1 Expert Group. To be merged with RT-99019 and forwarded to SMG2 (RT-99021).





6.9	Document RT-99018


From Ericsson: proposed response to the liaison from TG 8/1 on timing structure; it was decided to reword the sentence on the TDD part of UTRA.


The revised doc (RT-99022) should go to go to SMG2 plenary: not discussed at L1, source ITU EG, based on the received contribution from Ericsson





6.10	Document RT-99019





Outcome of the discussion in L1 on RF parameters. Need to merge it with RT-99017 and forwarded to SMG2 (RT-99021), source SMG2 ITU EG. It has to be indicated in RT-99021 that the revisions in RT-99019 were not formally approved by L1 Expert Group due to lack of time.





SMG2 input material can be brought to the attention of ARIB, in particular doc RT-99021





7	Consideration of input contributions for the ITU-R TG 8/1 WG5 meeting





7.1	Document RT-99008


Document RT-99008 is a draft liaison to ITU-R Task Group  8/1in response to their liaison from Jersey.


Sections 1, 2 and 5 are OK.


David McFarlane to editorialise sections 3 & 4, all to socialise these with Akio, Stuart Cooke to get region 3 and region 2 comments if possible, for agreement on Thursday 21st


A Revision was agreed on Thursday 21st. (RT-99016)





7.2	Document RT-99016


RT-99016 further revised as RT-99023:


- revision of section 1 (delete any reference to systems outside the scope of 3GPP);


- delete section 3;


- revision of section 4 to stress that 3GPP will produce Specifications and it will consider technologies like WPCDMA and TD-SCDMA.


Best if it can be made an Adminstration contribution e.g. Japan or UK  – for Malaysia meeting


Drop the general 3GPP details in the footnote – leave the details of the 3 meetings (correct the WG4 dates 15-19 Feb, add Turin, CSELT)


RT-99023 to be circulated through the TSG RAN reflector (deadline for comments: 26 January)





7.3	Document RT-99009


Proposed contribution on the schedule for development of Key Characteristics and detailed specifications for the IMT-2000 radio interfaces. Agreed 19th January  - source Nokia/CSELT, if possible UK. Revised as RT-99009Rev 1 (footnote modified according to RT-99020) to be circulated through the TSG RAN reflector (deadline for comments: 26 January)





8	Future activity toward ITU


It is necessary that for the March meeting of TG 8/1 we have contributions developed within 3GPP TSG RAN ITU Ad Hoc and approved via TSG RAN, e.g. to avoid conflicting contributions from individual members.


We need:


to submit UTRA to TG 8/1 with all RF and baseband parameters


liaise with WG1 and WG4 in order to get the outcome of their discussion and prepare input for the March meeting of TG 8/1 (to be approved at th TSG RAN level); this has to be done by correspondence before TSG RAN Plenary in order to meet national administration timescales. An ITU Ad Hoc meeting during the next TSG RAN might be useful in order to finalize the contributions to the March meeting of TG 8/1; the outcome of the WG5 meeting and the correspondence activity will indicate if such a meeting is necessary.


develop contribution on RSPC


All regional members need to be got together/aligned


ITU Ad Hoc envisage a good co-ordination among 3GPP members at the next ITU-R TG 8/1 WG5 meeting.
