A conference call of ITU-R Ad Hoc was held on May, 13th at 13:30 CEST; the list of participant can be found in Annex 1. The main purpose of the conf call is the review of the description template for the ITU-R submission. 
The Convenor of the telephone conference is Nicola Pio Magnani from Telecom Italia.

Approval of the Agenda
RT-090012:  Agenda: Approved with the addition of RT-090015 under AI 3.

Review of the Description template
RT-090013: This document contains the description template to be included in the submission and other material (e.g., compliance template, link budget template, etc) not relevant for the June submission. This description template has been endorsed by the RAN WGs. Document RT-090015  contains the cover page and the description template (from RT-090013).
RT-090015 (revision of RT-090014): This document contains the cover page, the technology description (the template) for the FDD and TDD portion and at the end the list of reference. 

With respect to RT-090014, minor modification in the title and in the introduction have been done by Telecom Italia (Convenor). The main modification is the introduction of the candidate SRIT (which includes an FDD RIT component and a TDD RIT component). The added phrase addresses the comment raised by e-mail. 
There are no comments on the cover page. The cover page is endorsed.
Title: The convenor suggests to improve the title of the table. AT&T suggests that the title of the template and the headers should reflect the complete text used in the cover sheet. AT&T suggests to use in the title: “FDD RIT component of SRIT  LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-Advanced)”.. This can be used also in the header portion of the  document. This suggestion is endorsed by the group.
Attachment: The convenor asks if the tables should be included in one document or attached electronically. It is agreed that the tables are attached electronically.
Modification of the text: The convenor suggests to replace “LTE” terminology by “RIT” in some particular cases highlighted in yellow in the document. Instances of the word “LTE” which are highlighted in green in the document represents cases when the word “LTE” has to be used.   

AT&T supports this view. Ericsson supports it but  they suggest to clarify in the introduction that when we mention LTE we mean the general LTE technology including also capability of the RIT otherwise this can create confusion. The convenor clarifies that it is possible to add a sentence in addition to the change in particular places the wording from “LTE” to “RIT”. The replacement of the word “LTE” in some cases is done to avoid confusions. The groups conclude that this is sufficient.
Table 1 below shows the detailed list of modifications in the FDD table which has been reviewed.

Alcatel-Lucent says that Section 4.2.3.2.8.3 of the FDD template it says: “Introduction of other IMT candidate bands into 3GPP specifications are not precluded in the future, such as 450-470MHz,  698-862MHz band etc”. They point out that these are not candidate bands anymore and that the text should be revised. 

The convenor says that the quoted bands are actually “identified to IMT”; probably the intention of the sentence is to mention that the system is open to both additional identified IMT bands such as 450-470MHz,  698-862MH, and future candidate bands. 

Ericsson says that this sentence was the outcome of a lot of discussion in RAN WG 4 by taking into account the different Regions. Fujitsu (RAN 4 chairman) says that the modification of the text should be confirmed by China mobile. AT&T says that the text as it is written is not necessarily in error. The convenor says that the ITU-R Ad Hoc does not have any technical responsibility. Hence, no technical changes can be done in the template. However the group noted that text in section 4.2.3.2.8.3 may need review because bands 450-470MHz,  698-862MHz which are listed in the text are not candidate bands; they are rather “identified to IMT”. The following wordings were suggested:
“Introduction of other identified IMT bands into 3GPP Specifications are not precluded in the future, such as 450-470MHz,  698-862MHz band, etc”

“Introduction into 3GPP Specifications of other identified IMT bands such as 450-470MHz,  698-862MHz, and other IMT candidate bands are not precluded”.
 This has to be captured in the FDD and TDD parts.

It is decided that editorial comments will be sent in the reflector.

The convenor remind that the document has to be approved by correspondence by RAN and PCG. It is agreed that a clean document will be provided for approval and a 2nd clarifying document on the description template which track changes and highlighted parts will be provided for information in order to clearly see the modifications done as a results of e-mail discussions and the telephone conference call. Deadline to send the document to RAN reflector is the end of the week. The convenor will send the modified version of the documents by today. On Friday morning the convenor will send the documents to Mr. Takehiro Nakamura (RAN chairman and LTE-Advanced Rapporteur, NTTDOCOMO) for subsequent submission to RAN and SA reflectors according to the process agreed at RAN#43.

6.1.1
Toward ITU-R WP5A:

· RP-081081 (M.1801): RAN4 addressed it (R4-090764) and approved a response in R4-091449 subsequently approved on the RAN reflector and already sent to ITU-R WP5A following usual procedures;

· RP-081082 (FSS): RAN4 addressed it (R4-090768) and has developed a response in R4-091503 subsequently approved on the RAN reflector (R4-091503Rev2) and already sent to ITU-R WP5A following usual procedures;

· RP-090153 (PPDR): RAN4 addressed it (R4-091442) and decided not to send any response.

Toward ITU-R WP5D:

· RP-090256 (Femto): Marc Grant (AT&T) is coordinating the response as per RP-090358 and he has developed a first draft (RP-090371) recently circulated on the RAN reflector; the final version will be approved at the next RAN Plenary. The convenor asks if this document 371 is incorporating the input of CT and SA. If yes this document can meet the ITU deadline. Marc Grant (AT&T) says that this includes the comments from SA and CT and there are some additional input from RAN 2 and RAN 4 which need to be included. The intention is to get approved by the next RAN plenary meeting to meet the ITU deadline.

· RP-090274 (Rev9): response already approved in RP-090356

· RP-090165 (Roadmap): based on the minutes of RAN#43 this is up to ITU-R Ad Hoc. The convenor intends to circulate a draft proposal on the ITU-R Ad Hoc reflector very soon and to discuss and approved it by correspondence in time for RAN#44;
· The convenor will also produce an “Update reminder” for the OPs on the compliance with ITU procedures as it relates to Revision 9 of Rec. M.1457. The intention is to approve this doc by correspondence in time for RAN#44.
· After RAN#44 the approved version of the responses will be submitted to ITU-R WP5D following usual procedures (by June, 3).
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
