3GPP activities related to harmonization�and convergence of 3G radio transmission technologies


Introduction


3GPP members thank ITU-R TG8/1 for their interest in our work related to the IMT2000 specifications, and especially the interest in 3GPP’s view on the harmonization and convergence activities. 


This liaison describes the current structure of 3GPP and expresses our view on harmonization and convergence of CDMA based RTT proposals (UTRA from ETSI, WCDMA from ARIB, cdma2000 from TIA, WP�CDMA from TIA/T1P1, CDMA I from TTA, CDMA II from TTA, TD-SCDMA from CATT). It also describes the planned activities in 3GPP regarding harmonization and convergence.


2.   3GPP structure


Officially recognised Standardisation Organisations have agreed to work collaboratively for the production of Third Generation Mobile System specifications. The means for this collaborative activity has been provided in the form of a Partnership Project. This Partnership Project is entitled the “Third Generation Partnership Project” and it is known by the acronym “3GPP”. The Partners have agreed to co-operate in the production of globally applicable Technical Specifications and Technical Reports for a 3rd Generation Mobile System based on evolved GSM core networks and the radio access technologies that they support (i.e., Universal Terrestrial Radio Access (UTRA) which includes both Frequency Division Duplex (FDD) and Time Division Duplex (TDD) modes). 3GPP is established for the preparation, approval, and maintenance of the above mentioned Technical Specifications and Technical Reports. So far, five Organisational Partners signed the Third Generation Partnership Project Agreement, namely: ARIB, ETSI, T1, TTA, TTC.


3GPP consists of

3GPP results should be submitted to the ITU as appropriate. 3GPP will not contribute directly to the ITU. Formal contributions to ITU Study Groups shall be made by Individual Members who are also members of the ITU. 3GPP Technical Specifications and Technical Reports may be taken as the technical content  of such contributions. In order to ensure a proper flow of information between 3GPP and ITU-R TG 8/1 via Individual Members, an ITU Ad Hoc Group was establish within TSG RAN with the task of co-ordinating inputs towards TG 8/1.

3.   Views on harmonisations and convergence


The UTRA RTT proposal is a radio access concept comprising two modes of operation, i.e., an FDD mode and a TDD mode. The harmonization between these two modes of operation is a strong requirement in 3GPP. This implies that all discussions regarding harmonization and convergence where UTRA is involved should consider both modes (FDD and TDD) of operation.


3GPP members recognize the harmonization and convergence work that has been done in different fora throughout the world. 3GPP members appreciate the information received from TG 8/1 about the harmonization and convergence activities within Region 2 and Region 3.


3GPP’s view on harmonization and convergence is that work activities should be split into two areas: RF parameters and baseband issues. 3GPP members believe that a harmonization and convergence of the RF parameters is important and a priority, independent of the baseband issues.  


3GPP members’ view is that before the discussion regarding the baseband harmonization and convergence can be concluded, it is very important to understand and discuss the requirements used in design of the different CDMA RTT proposals mentioned above. This discussion could give insight and understanding as to why the CDMA RTT proposals differ. If a difference in the CDMA RTT proposals stems from  different requirements, the harmonization and convergence discussion should study whether it is possible to align the particular requirements at issue.


4.   Planned activities within 3GPP


3GPP will contribute to work on harmonization and convergence  through its work on RF parameters. This includes a precise definition of the RF parameters and test methods for these. The detailed work on the RF parameters will be done with high priority in 3GPP’s RAN TSG WG1 and WG4 Working Groups�. The intention is then to agree at the next 3GPP RAN meeting2 on the RF parameter specification, in time for the Brazil meeting of TG 8/1.


5.   Conclusions


3GPP members welcome the opportunity to collaborate with ITU-R Task Group 8/1 and encourage contributions which will help in meeting these ambitious timescales.
