The meeting was opened at 9.30 a.m. on Tuesday 10th August 1999.

Approval of the agenda - RT-99068

The draft agenda Document RT-99068 was approved without any changes.

3.1 Document RT-99074: Status Report

The Status Report was presented by the ITU Ad Hoc Contact Person. The current situation toward the preparation of the overview to be sent to ITU by the end of August was briefly summarized. Other issues were mentioned:

Use of references in Rec. IMT.RSPC: discussed at the last RAN, SA and PCG: legal staff appointed (outcome available by the next RAN)

Revision of Rec. M.1079: discussed in RAN and SA. SA2 will provide relevant material (Action: check that SA2 will indicate changes to the current version of M.1079 contained in TSGR#4(99)372)

Use of formal description technique for specification of radio baseband processing: discussed in RAN: an answer will be produced by next RAN

4 Review of the UTRA ‘overview’

4.1 Review of the material available

Document RT-99072 captures all comment received by other WGs (mainly from WG4). It was reviewed to ensure consistency.

There was a discussion on whether to replace the term UTRAN with FDD DS-CDMA and/or TDD CDMA as appropriate: the group agreed that this change was not correct.

Some check points were included in parts which require guidance from relevant experts.

4.2 Agreement on the format of the overview to be provided to ITU

Document RT-99072 and RT-99073 contains the same technical material but presented in two different fashion:

RT-99072: material proposed as one single section of IMT.RSPC

RT-99073: material proposed as two sections of IMT.RSPC (for FDD and TDD respectively)

The rationale for the two different methods were already discussed by correspondence and they are summarized in RT-99074 and its Appendix. Additional discussion took place at the meeting: different views were expressed.

Agreement: The material will be sent as one single section; however, in order to facilitate the reading of the document and to improve its completeness, it was agreed to include material on ODMA and on the switching points for the TDD part. It was further decided to try to clearly identify which parts of the contribution are common for both FDD and TDD, and which parts are relevant for TDD only or for FDD only. In addition, the complete structure of Section 5.x in IMT.RSPC will be provided indicating into two separate subsections in section 5.x.3 the complete set of specifications for FDD and TDD respectively.

Based on the above agreement, RT-99072 was reviewed and RT-99075 was produced.

The ITU Ad Hoc Contact Person noted that this agreement implies that the 10 page limit required by ITU can not be met at this stage. The group felt this was not a problem since according to the ITU process the current overview is simply a first proposal. It will be revisited in October based on comments from ITU and on the updates in the specification activities. (The final version is due by mid October).

5 Other issues in relation to ITU

5.1 Relations with ITU-T

This was discussed in RAN: it was agreed to send for information to ITU-T at the end of August a copy of the Overview as well as a copy of the Spec (in the versions available at the last RAN plenary). A liaison from ITU-T SG 11 Chairman was later received. The group thinks that the RAN agreement already covers all ITU-T requests.

5.2 Future activities towards ITU

RT-99070 was presented by David McFarlane: the document stress the fact that at the end of the process the Specs currently underdevelopment in 3GPP have to be submitted to ITU by an individual member and this has to be done properly. The contribution proposes a cover page to the complete set of 3GPP specs that will be sent to the next TG 8/1 meeting (25 October – 5 November 1999). The document was approved by the group as RT-99077 (with a modification in the ‘Proposal’ section of the Annex). It will be available at the next RAN plenary.

It was also suggested to suggest to TG 8/1 to inform SG8 of the current process that foresees that individual SDOs can not officially endorse 3GPP Specs before the first months of next year, but that the technical content of the Specs will be stable by October. The group agreed to produce a contribution along these lines by the next RAN plenary.

With reference to the Unwanted Emissions, it was clarified that this topic is addressed by WG4. Since this topic is addressed into a dedicated section of IMT.RSPC, it is necessary to prepare a contribution to TG 8/1 based on the material contained in the WG4 Specifications that will be stable by next RAN plenary.

The ITU Ad Hoc contact person stressed the importance of attending the ITU-R TG 8/1 meetings and urged all companies to send representatives to these meetings: this is the only way to ensure that all interests are properly taken into account.

6 Closing

The ITU Ad Hoc Contact Person noted that all objectives of the meeting were achieved and thanks delegates for valuable discussion and support.

At this stage, no subsequent meeting of ITU Ad Hoc was announced. According to the guidelines of the activity of ITU Ad Hoc the group will try to exploit as much as possible the activity by correspondence. If deemed necessary, the ITU Ad Hoc Contact Person will call for a meeting according to the 3GPP procedures.

The meeting was closed at 4 pm.
