1.28 Mcps TDD

The 1.28 Mcps TDD has recently been introduced in the 3GPP specification suit. To improve the performance of 1.28 Mcps TDD two work items were agreed by 3GPP RAN; UE positioning enhancements and Node B synchronisation.

UE positioning is a function of UE and UTRAN (Access Stratum) which can be utilised for Radio Resource Management and support for location based services (LCS). The purpose of this work item are to increase the accuracy of the UE positioning or define methods allowing UE positioning with less complexity for a given accuracy.

Node B synchronisation is beneficial for UTRA TDD in order to fully exploit the system capacity.  Purpose of this work item is to reduce cost and complexity of the system. This is done by defining Node B synchronisation by means of internal interfaces (e.g. synchronisation over the air).
