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1. Introduction

At its 5th Meeting in Stockholm, 27 June – 3 July 2001, ITU-R Working Party 8F (WP8F) accepted the 1XEV-DO update of CDMA MC as "meeting all technical requirements" for inclusion in the forthcoming revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 “Detailed Specifications of the IMT-2000 Radio Interfaces” at the 6th Meeting of WP8F in Tokyo, 10-16 October 2001.

Additionally, placeholders have been inserted in the CDMA MC specification for the planned inclusion of "High Rate Real-Time Data with Voice" (1XEV-DV) at the Tokyo meeting.

WP8F has adopted an updated schedule for the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 at the 4th Meeting in Rabat.  This calls for inclusion of 1EX-DV for CDMA MC and HSDPA for WCDMA DS, subject to receipt of appropriate technical Specifications at the Tokyo meeting.

It is therefore imperative for WCDMA that an appropriate submission on High Speed Downlink Packet Access (HSDPA) is made by 3GPP to the 6th Meeting of WP8F in Tokyo.  Failure to do so will mean that CDMA MC (cdma2000) will be the only IMT-2000 CDMA technology to offer a fast packet access capability, to the detriment of the competitive commercial position of WCDMA.

2. Actions

A liaison was sent by ITU-R to those EOs (External Organizations) who submitted RSPC updates, acknowledging receipt of input documents from the EO’s.  The liaison contains clarifications on the process for submissions and addresses any missing information in the submissions which are scheduled for approval in October.

3GPP must ensure that a technical specification for HSDPA is prepared and submitted to the Tokyo meeting of ITU-R WP8F.  This must be accompanied by all necessary supporting documenation called for by the ITU-R process outlined in the above liaison.

3GPP’s ITU-R Ad Hoc met in August to prepare a draft of the appropriate submission.  Additional participation is planned for TSG RAN #13 in Beijing to facilitate the process.

3. Proposal

To preserve the ongoing competitive position of CDMA DS (WCDMA), 3GPP must ensure that HSDPA is included in the forthcoming revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457. To this end :

· 3GPP should submit a Technical Specification for High Speed Downlink Packet Access (HSDPA) to the forthcoming meeting of ITU-R WP8F, for inclusion in the CDMA DS (WCDMA) section of the planned revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457.

· 3GPP TSG RAN2 should consider the possibility to translate TR25.950 (UTRA High Speed Downlink Packet Access) into a Technical Specification (TS); 3GPP TSG RAN2 should provide guidance to TSG RAN accordingly.
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
