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At the last meeting of ITU-R WP8F (#17, Helsinki, 12-19 October 2005) the 3GPP material toward Revision 6 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 (M.1457-6) was processed very smoothly and it was possible to finalize M.1457-6 according to schedule. With reference to the next Revision of M.1457 (M.1457-7), it has to be noted that the WP8F meeting schedule in 2006 and 2007 is affected by WRC-07: therefore also the assumed annual update of M.1457 will be affected accordingly. It was therefore decided that the activity toward M.1457-7 will start at WP8F#20 (Denver, USA, 23-30 August 2006) to be finalized at WP8F#22 (Japan, 23-31 May 2007) for subsequent adoption by SG 8 in June 2007. The usual annual WP 8F meeting schedule, and consequently the assumed annual update for M.1457, will be re-established in 2008. Therefore no specific 3GPP activity on M.1457 is required at this time: ITU-R Ad Hoc simply suggests to update the Roadmap for IMT-2000 CDMA DS and IMT-2000 CDMA TDD (see RP-050814 - note that, following discussion at the last WP8F meeting, for sake of clarity it is proposed to split the roadmap for FDD and TDD).
WP8F#17 also welcomed the 3GPP input toward the PDNR M.[IP CHAR] on IP applications over mobile systems (RP-050606): a number of contributions on this topic were received and it was possible to produce a workplan and a preliminary composite draft for M.[IP CHAR]. Both docs were sent out to EOs (see RP-050752).
Based on previous discussion within 3GPP on IP applications over mobile systems, ITU-R Ad Hoc think that the topics addressed by M.[IP CHAR] are relevant for many WGs and therefore an action plan is proposed to TSGs#30 in order to ensure that each and every WG in 3GPP has the opportunity to properly review the PDNR M.[IP CHAR] (RP-050815).
For the time being, it is suggested to send to ITU-R WP8F#18 (25 Jan – 1 Feb 2006) only a preliminary response, simply announcing that detail comments will be produced by WP8F#19 (3-10 May 2006), and providing updated versions of the relevant 3GPP deliverables. The proposed preliminary response is contained in RP-050816.
As per previous activity on IP applications over mobile systems, the proposed action plan and the proposed preliminary response needs to be reviewed by TSG CT and SA, in addition to RAN. Since RAN and CT are meeting in parallel, ITU-R Ad Hoc sent a LS to TSG CT asking for comments back in RAN by December, 1st.
Finally, two LSs from WP8A were recently submitted to RAN:

· RP-050750 (sent to ARIB, ETSI, TIA) on technical and operational characteristics of digital cellular land mobile systems to be used in sharing studies (that should be relevant for GERAN in addition to SA)

· RP-050751 (sent to ARIB, ATIS, CCSA, ETSI, TIA, TTA, TTC and other Standard Organisations) on Broadband Wireless Access in the mobile service.

It was not possible to address these LSs within ITU-R Ad Hoc and it is up to RAN to decide how to proceed.
