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TSG RAN#50 received 4 LSs from ITU-R WP 5D and 4 LSs from ITU-R WP 5A. This contribution reviews all the received LSs based on the outcome of the discussion at RAN#50 and proposes  the actions that need to be done by ITU-R Ad Hoc.

LSs from ITU-R WP 5D

· RT-100082/RP-101048 (“LS to 3GPP on Revision of Rec. ITU-R M.1224”): 
RAN#50 tasked MCC to review TR21.905v.9.4.0 and to propose a CR to capture any needed change for approval at SA#51 (to be implemented in time for the submission to ITU-R WP 5D#10 - deadline: 30 March 2011, 16:00 hours UTC). It is proposed that ITU-R Ad Hoc draft the input doc to convey to ITU-R WP5D the updated TR21.905.
· RT-100083/RP-101049 (“Liaison statement on IMT-Advanced Development”): 
Noted at RAN#50.  ITU-R Ad Hoc in cooperation with relevant 3GPP TSGs/WGs has to finalise the “LTE-Advanced” material to be submitted to ITU-R WP 5D #10 (6-13 April, 2011 – deadline: 30 March 2011, 16:00 hours UTC).  In addition, the OPs collectively will submit the Certification B (see Report PCG#25).

· RT-100084/RP-101050 (“LS to EOs on coexistence studies in relation to Res. 224 and Question ITU-R 229/5”): 
RAN#50 tasked RAN4 (having technical responsibility on the topic) to review this LS and provide a response in RAN#51 for submission to ITU-R WP 5D #10 (6-13 April, 2011 – deadline: 30 March 2011, 16:00 hours UTC). Therefore, no action required from an ITU-R Ad Hoc perspective.
· RT-100081/RP-101051 (“Liaison statement to external Organizations on the schedule for updating Recommendation ITU-R M.1457-10 to Revision 11”): 
Noted at RAN#50. Meeting “x” is announced to be WP 5D #11 in July 2011. ITU-R Ad Hoc needs to prepare the required document to be approved at RAN#52 , based on current meeting dates. 
LS from ITU-R WP5A:
· RT-100091/RP-101164 (“LS to EOs - Invitation to review Rec. ITU-R  M.1073-2”):
 RAN#50 determined that this LS should be treated by ETSI and therefore the LS was conveyed to ETSI MSG. Therefore, no action required from an ITU-R Ad Hoc perspective.
· RT-100096/RP-101397 (LS to EOs on "Wide area sensor and/or actuator network (WASN) systems"): 
RAN#50 tasked ITU-R Ad Hoc to liaise with relevant WGs as appropriate (SA, GERAN and CT informed by RAN Chairman) and prepare a draft response for the next RAN plenary. 3GPP already sent to ITU an high level document on the topic (SP-100649); at this stage it would be necessary to send specific textual proposal for the ITU deliverables under development that are attached to the incoming LS.  ITU-R Ad Hoc  proposes to first of all to identify the relevant WGs in coordination with the TSGs Chairmen, and then to liaise with them in order to be able to produce the proposed response to be approved by TSGs#51.
· RT-100097/RP-101398 (LS to EOs on "Quality of Service requirements and objectives for wireless access systems"): 
Utilize similar approach as for previous document.
· RT-100098/RP-101409 (LS to EOs on the Working Document towards a Preliminary Draft New Report ITU-R M.[LMS.PPDR.UHF TECH]): 
RAN#50 tasked RAN1 and RAN4 to review the doc and send any feedback to ITU-R Ad Hoc. ITU-R Ad Hoc will develop a proposed answer to be approved by TSGs#51.
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
