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1] ITU-R WP5D
ITU-R WP5D#12 welcomed the contributions from 3GPP on the development of Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] as provided in RP-111337/SP-110659, as well as the Update Submission toward Revision 11 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 in RP-111389/SP-110658, and the Updated information on the Roadmap toward future updates of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 (SP-110660 based on RP-111395).
The main outcome of ITU-R WP5D#12 is briefly summarized in the following sub-sections, with specific reference to the activities that would involve 3GPP in near future (additional details are available in PCG#27(11)19).
a) Finalization of Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC]
The Draft New Recommendation for the initial release of the IMT-Advanced terrestrial radio interface technologies (Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC], “Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications-Advanced (IMT Advanced)”) was finalized as per the anticipated schedule. It is expected that this New Recommendation will be approved by the ITU-R Member States at the Radiocommunication Assembly in January 2012.
ITU‑R has also developed a process toward the future Revisions of Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC]. In particular, the draft Revision 1 update of Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] is expected to be completed  by Working Party 5D at its meeting No. 17 currently planned for 16-23 October  2013. It is further noted that the first meeting to address this work designated as “Meeting Y” will be WP 5D meeting No.13, which is scheduled for 14-18 May 2012 (meeting dates may change due to the beginning of the new Study Period). After the approval of Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] by the Radiocommunication Assembly a liaison statement already prepared by WP 5D will be dispatched to the relevant External Organizations to inform them directly about the process and schedule for Revision 1. This liaison statement will be distributed on the ITU-R Ad Hoc reflector as soon as it is received in order to develop the necessary material to be submitted for approval to TSG RAN#55, in time for submission to ITU-R WP5D#13.
b) Towards Revision 11 of M.1457

In line with the schedule contained in RP-101051 the Final Submission toward Revision 11 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 has to be approved at RAN#55. ITU-R Ad Hoc will prepare the draft material by correspondence and distribute it to the relevant WGs’ meetings in February 2012. It is noted that for the development of this Final Submission the “Letter to ITU” template will be used. The same template will also be used for the development of other 3GPP documents toward ITU, as appropriate.
2] ITU-R WP5A
The response developed in 3GPP on the Working document towards the Preliminary Draft New Report ITU-R M.[LMS.PPDR.UHF CHANNELS] (RP-111398/PCG#27(11)18) was taken into account during the discussion at WP5A#8. Further liaison statements from WP5A are foreseen. They will be distributed as soon as they are received in order to enable 3GPP to develop responses as appropriate in time for the next meeting of ITU-R WP5A (currently scheduled for 22 May – 1 June – new dates are possible due to the beginning of the new Study Period)
