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Overall description:

Following discussion at RAN#54 (and in line with the schedule contained in RP-101051), the Final Submission toward Revision 11 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 has to be approved at TSGs#55. ITU-R Ad Hoc has prepared the attached draft documents that require technical update by the relevant RAN WGs in the timeframe indicated above. Following the discussion at TSGs#54 it is assumed that the version of the 3GPP Specs that will be used for transposition will be the September 2011 (unless the 3GPP OPs indicate that a different approach is required): therefore the technical revision of the attached docs need to ensure consistency with the Sept’11 version of the 3GPP Specs. On the basis of the feedback received from RAN WGs, ITU-R Ad Hoc will develop the material to be discussed and approved at TSGs#55.
