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1. Introduction

At the Plenaries in December 3GPP received the following Liaison Statement from ITU-R WP5D “Liaison statement to External Organizations on the schedule for updating Recommendation ITU-R M.2012 to Revision 2”. The LS announces the timeplan for the completion of Rev.2 of M.2012. In particular, the milestones to be fulfilled by 3GPP and 3GPP OPs are:

3GPP decided to contribute to the process, by approving document PCG32_11 and submitting it to ITU-R via ATIS.
The scope of this document is to analyse the different options and provide an input to 3GPP RAN, CT, SA and eventually to PCG in order to decide which version of 3GPP Release 12 specification will be submitted to ITU-R by 3GPP OPs.

2. Discussion

2.1 Actions required to fulfil Step 2

In order to fulfil step 2, 3GPP PCG must approve by 11 June 2014 a document providing further information to ITU-R, including a summary of the proposed update.

Since the deadline is before SA#64, it is proposed to finalize this document during the 3GPP #63 plenaries and approve it at PCG#32. Attachment 1 is the draft document (LTI) to be submitted to RAN#63 and SA#63 for their approval. Since the content of this document is not binding with respect to the final submission, it is suggested to send to ITU-R the Release 12 description provided by MCC (see Rel-12_description_20131224, in attachment 2). Note, that the release description is providing the full picture of 3GPP activities. If there is a need to focus on LTE activities, then 3GPP could extract Sections 10, 11, 21 and 22 from the overall document.
Proposal 1: ITU-R AH submits to RAN#63, SA#63 the document providing further information to ITU-R, including a summary of the proposed update. The document must be approved by PCG#32.
Proposal 2: Since the content of this document is not binding with respect to the final submission, it is suggested to send to ITU-R the Release 12 description provided by MCC

2.2 Actions required to fulfil Step 3
Step 3 requires that 3GPP decides which version of Release 12 specifications will be submitted to ITU-R. The deadlines indicated by ITU-R implies two options for 3GPP:

A. 3GPP Rel 12 September 2014 version, or

B. 3GPP Rel 12 December 2014 version

Due to the uncertainty of the stability of Release 12  by the September time frame, ATIS recommends that Option B be chosen.  That implies the final material will be provided to ITU-R by January 2015 with the GCS based on the December 2014 Plenary output.  This option is the safest from a Release 12 completion standpoint and still gives the Transposing organizations time to complete the transpositions by May 2015 (step 4).
It is proposed that ITU-R Ad Hoc submits an input document to RAN#63, CT#63 and SA#63, explaining the ITU-R roadmap and proposing to submit to ITU-R 3GPP Rel 12 December 2014 version (see draft in attachment 3). After endorsement from RAN, CT and SA, ITU-R Ad Hoc will prepare an input to PCG to be approved at PCG#32.

Proposal 3 ITU-R AH submits to RAN#63, CT#63 and SA#63 a document proposing to submit to ITU-R 3GPP Rel 12 December 2014 version. The document must be approved by PCG#32.
3. Proposal

The following proposals should be agreed by ITU-R AD Hoc
Proposal 1: ITU-R AH submits to RAN#63, SA#63 the document providing further information to ITU-R, including a summary of the proposed update. The document must be approved by PCG#32.
Proposal 2: Since the content of this document is not binding with respect to the final submission, it is suggested to send to ITU-R the Release 12 description provided by MCC
Proposal 3 ITU-R AH submits to RAN#63, CT#63 and SA#63 a document proposing to submit to ITU-R 3GPP Rel 12 December 2014 version. The document must be approved by PCG#32.
The two draft documents in attachment 1 and 3 are to be approved by ITU-R Ad Hoc before submission to RAN#63, CT#63 and SA#63. ITU-R AH also needs to decide if the full version of the latest available version of Rel 12 description will be submitted or only the Sections relevant to LTE.
Proposal 4 ITU-R AH approves attachments 1 and 3 and provides indications on the amount of information to be provided with the Release description.
