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Background 


The third generation systems based on 3GPP specifications will rely on evolutions from the GSM network standards. This approach will ensure that systems based on 3GPP specifications will be capable of rapid development and deployment of competitive service offerings while still enabling global roaming. 


Working structure


The working structure of the 3GPP has to be organized in such a way that the evolution from the GSM network standards are secured as well as the overall time plan for Release 99. One step towards this is to create a work structure that supports both these goals. 


Proposal


For the Core Network TSG it is proposed to include the following Working Groups:





CN TSG


WG-C1 ”Network Service capabilities and characteristics”


WG-C2 ”Mobility Management, Connection and Session Management and Call Control”


WG-C3 ”Inter- and Intra-core network interfaces”


	WG-C4 ”Interconnection to other networks”





The responsibilities of each Working Group are as follows: 





WG-C1 


	 QoS in the Core Network, Multi Media support, Subscriber services, VHE related questions from the Core network point of view like bearer preferences, and service capabilities.� Packet related questions such as mapping of QoS for different cases (transparency for IP domain applications, general for bearer types, special for optimized application such as Voice over IP).





WG-C2


	All radio interface layer 3 related questions, i.e. Mobility management, Call Control, Connection and Session management between the mobile equipment and the core network. 





WG-C3


	All inter- and intra- Core Network interfaces. The signalling support functionality such as user location information, subscription information and control of network services.





WG-C4


	Interconnection to IP based networks (Internet, Extranet, Intranet), X.25 networks, PLMN, ISDN, PSTN and other NW. Definition of interworking functions between the core network and external networks. The Iu protocol aspects from the core network point of view.





In addition to this the TSG CN working groups will use the liason statement method to coordinate with other TSG’s when appropriate to avoid double work and mismatch in the specification work.
