It was recognised that not all work tasks within this feature will be completed
t the same time, and the additional action was given to identify a set of building blocks which could form the basis of a commercially
eployable system.

his document contains the result of this action and was achieved by the following steps:

«  Afirst proposal was sent by A. Sultan on the Leaders e-mail list on July, 27", asking for comments

«  Comments were received and a second version (dated August, 16™) was then provided and discussed at some WGs

« A third version including the comments of the WGs (in particular, S2 and N1), dated September 6", was then sent again to the
Leaders e-mail list (copy SA2)

e A ﬁonference call held on Monday 10™ of September to review the third version resulted in a new version (dated September
10M).

« Findly, 2 items were corrected (namely: line 44 on completion date for Access security corrected from "March" to
"March/June?' and re-introduction of Unique ID 1296 "N1 impact on interworking™).
