Liaison Statement to EXTERNAL ORGANIzATIONS
dealing with Recommendation M.1457

(Copy to WP8A for information)
The liaison statement (Doc. 8F/787, copy attached) of Working Party (WP 8A) was examined by WP 8F at its meeting in Biarritz, 3 to 10 May 2006.  WP 8F would like to inform the External Organisation of the following decision it reached at the above-mentioned meeting.

WP 8F noted the request made by WP 8A to review Annexes 1- 5 for the PDNR “Radio interface standards for broadband wireless access systems, including mobile and nomadic applications, in the mobile service operating below 6 GHz” for their accuracy and completeness, and also provide inputs to complete the Table in Annex 6.  It also noted that WP 8A is seeking further information for its September 2006 meeting.

The material contained in Annex 2 of the PDNR, namely “IMT-2000 terrestrial radio interfaces”, and the corresponding rows of the table in Annex 6, is of relevance to WP 8F.  Working Party 8F has confirmed the accuracy of the text in Annex 2, which is based on the latest version of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457.  WP 8F is of the view that it is necessary to maintain full consistency between Annex 2 of the PDNR and Recommendation ITU-R M.1457.  However, on the expectation that External Organisations with responsibility for the IMT-2000 radio interfaces would respond to WP 8A’s liaison statement directly, WP 8F concluded that a response from WP 8F regarding Annex 6 would not be necessary.  WP 8F felt that this would avoid any possibility of WP 8A receiving conflicting information on IMT-2000 radio interfaces mentioned in the PDNR.  WP 8F also encourages the External Organizations to respond to WP 8A by its 30 August 2006 deadline so that WP 8A may complete its work on this Recommendation at its September 2006 meeting.

Liaison Statement to Working party 8F 
and External Organizations

Radio interface standards for broadband wireless access systems,
including mobile and nomadic applications, in the
mobile service operating below 6 GHz
At the March 2006 meeting, WP 8A agreed to merge M.[BWA] and M.[NBWA] and develop a single recommendation on BWA standards that addresses both nomadic and mobile applications. WP 8A took into account all of the input contributions and appreciated the liaisons it received. WP 8A has created a preliminary draft new Recommendation M.[8A/BWA] on Radio interface standards for broadband wireless access systems, including mobile and nomadic applications, in the mobile service operating below 6 GHz (Annex 17 to Doc. 8A/376).

In addressing liaison and collaboration with other organizations, ITU-R is aware that a number of organizations dealing with radiocommunications standardization exist. ITU-R is also aware that such organizations have the potential for identifying, defining and proposing solutions of particular problems of interest to the Radiocommunication Study Groups and for assuming responsibility for maintaining standards for such systems. 

WP 8A is soliciting information on radio interface standards and characteristics for Broadband Wireless Access systems operating in the mobile service. The specific information being requested for each document is contained below.

Preliminary draft new Recommendation M.[BWA]

WP 8A is soliciting further information for its September 2006 meeting to allow it to make further progress on  the PDNR with the aim of completing its work at that meeting or as soon as possible.  Input is being sought on specific points shown below taking into account the Scope of the PDNR:

1)
Review Annexes 1-5 to ensure their accuracy and completeness.

2)
Provide input to complete the table in Annex 6.

Preliminary draft new Report M.[LMS.CHAR.BWA]

In addition, WP 8A has advanced its work on development of the preliminary draft new Report M.[LMS.CHAR.BWA] (Annex 10 to Doc. 8A/376). This document is a preliminary draft new Report on characteristics of Broadband Wireless Access systems operating in the mobile service for frequency sharing and interference analyses.  Specifically, WP 8A is soliciting comments on the essential operational and technical characteristics to be used in sharing and interference analyses.
