Introduction

This document discusses a proposal to document LTE WI progress and “presenting LTE at a glance” in a way TR 25.912 does for the SI phase.

Discussion

This document is based on the assumption that the SI documentation will no more be maintained during the WI phase which was already agreed to be started at RAN#32. According to Siemens’ understanding this implies that TR25.912 [1] will no further be maintained or updated. 
During the WI phase the working groups take different approaches how to document the progress of the work - this became obvious during the workplan discussions. Some WGs may go for stage 2 descriptions before starting stage 3 work, for other WGs this approach is not applicable and they may start work directly on stage 3 specifications. It is believed that each WG should take the approach as discussed within the WG to be the most suitable approach for the progress in the particular WG. 
However, during the WI phase there will be no central document giving a comprehensive overview concerning the most important agreements on LTE as it was available during the SI phase TR25.912. If one would like to have a comprehensive overview on LTE one is always required to refer to a multi-set of documents across all WGs.
Taking these considerations a bit further while having a look on the content and objective of TR25.912, one can see that it mainly consists of the Layer 2/Layer3 areas such as RRC Evolution for evolved UTRA, Layer 2 and RRC Evolution for evolved UTRA, further the Architecture for evolved UTRAN including related network interfaces. Besides this also Layer 1 aspects concerning the physical layer and RF related aspects including terminal and system complexity are captured. Furthermore for most important aspects of above listed areas a performance assessment is contained.

Proposal
It is proposed to discuss whether a document/technical report maintaining most important LTE aspects in a comparable way as done in TR25.912 during the SI phase is deemed useful.
The planed stage 2 TS (see draft version in [2]) during the WI phase will capture the high level system description on E-UTRA layer 2/3 network interfaces, architectural and network interface issues and also layer1/RF aspects.

However, only considering the above mentioned planed content a capturing of evaluation/performance issues would still be missing. For sure physical layer and RF parameters and their related performance impacts would be documented in corresponding working group documents i.e. requiring a multi-set of documents to be combined for a comprehensive view on performance issues. However there would be no unique document capturing physical layer aspects and performance issues.
If a comprehensive LTE document including performance overview is deemed useful one possibility would be to have the stage 2 TS and include an annex for performance issues.
An alternative approach would be to trace in the stage 2 document layer 2/3 issues and also layer1/RF aspects as currently planed and create a separate TR for performance aspects. The TR may focus on layer 1 performance aspects only or being more general and covering performance aspects of all issues captured in the stage 2 TS.
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
