Liaison statement to relevant external Organizations on the schedule for updating Recommendation 
ITU-R M.1457 to Revision 8
Background
ITU-R Working Party 8F thanks the External Organizations (EOs) for their cooperation in the process toward the Revisions of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 "Detailed specifications of the radio interfaces of IMT‑2000" for the terrestrial radio interfaces.

This liaison provides guidance to the relevant EOs for the terrestrial component of Revision 8 of M.1457. As indicated in previous correspondence, the meeting schedule in 2006 and 2007 (see Table 2) is affected by WRC-07; therefore also the assumed annual update has been affected accordingly (as already indicated to EOs in previous correspondence, WP8F intends to produce Revision 7 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 by its meeting #22 - Japan, 23-31 May 2007 - and submit it to Study Group 8 in June 2007). Taking into consideration the uncertainties on the long term meeting schedule due to the end of the current ITU Study Period, WP8F suggests it may be appropriate to ensure that Rec. ITU-R M.1457 contains the most up-to-date information by finalizing Revision 8 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 by the Study Group 8 meeting on 28-29 February 2008.

Taking into account the overlap between the process toward Revision 7 and the one toward Revision 8, EOs are kindly invited to clearly indicate in their contributions the specific Revision they are referring to.
Procedure
The procedure outlined in Circular Letter 8/LCCE/95 still holds.

Schedule
The first meeting (Meeting "x") in the complete three‑meeting cycle will be WP 8F#21 (Cameroon, 17-25 January 2007). In order to be consistent with the three-meeting update cycle as defined in Circular Letter 8/LCCE/95 for M.1457, (in this case the eighth revision, M.1457‑8), and to be adopted by SG 8 in March 2008, the final cut off date for submission of technical input (see Table 1) to M.1457‑8 is anticipated to be 14 February 2008.

The schedules for ITU-R Working Party 8F and Study Group 8 are included in Table 2.

Inputs for M.1457 updates

The summary of inputs or correspondence required for terrestrial component updates in the eighth Revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 is found in Table 1. Inputs listed in the first part ("Technical input") of the table are the ones required according to Circular Letter 8/LCCE/95 to be submitted to WP 8F. It is clarified that WP 8F needs to receive only one submission of those inputs (i.e. "Technical input") per each terrestrial radio interface. Inputs listed in the second part of Table 1 ("Administrative input") are of administrative nature. Those inputs need to be submitted to the ITU‑R SG 8 Counsellor by each and every individual SDO that is stakeholder to any proposed change. With specific reference to the Letters of Conveyance, it is further clarified that they are needed only in case of modification or addition/deletion to the Global Core Specifications.
