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1. Introduction
During the last TSG RAN#37 plenary it was discussed that most of the specs would be due approval in this plenary, following the approval of TSG RAN WG1 specifications. During the last period significant progress has been made in this area and for many of the LTE specifications has achieved good maturity level. It was also discussed in the last meeting, that the RRC specification expectancy for approval raised some doubt. Thus it is not a surprise that upon closer look on the RRC specification, it does seem to miss a lot of essential issues. Thus special attention is needed on the key missing issues in the LTE RRC specification, regardless of the approval status.
2. Discussions
The key shortcoming of the current RRC specification draft is perhaps the lack of having the detail of establishing a basic call (Layer 3 call if excluding the NAS signalling now) as well as lacking the complete signalling elements for intra-LTE handover. The more detailed list of missing fundamental issues is as follows:

· System information: 
concatenation TBD 
Mapping of SIBs to SUs TBD 
MIB content TBD 
SIB / SU content (PDUs contain ffs, description of action upon reception is missing) 
BCCH acquisition procedure: which SIBs shall be acquired prior connection establishment etc…

· Paging: 
High level procedure description missing 

· RRC connection establishment: 
RRC connection setup and RRC connection re-establishment procedure description not finished 

· RRC connection reconfiguration: 
Description not finished. Complete- and failure cases are missing. 

· Measurements: 
Structure of the measurement configuration information TBD 
Measurement gap handling TBD, Measurement configuration not really discussed yet TBD 
Bearer management: 
Open, whether by RRC connection reconfiguration procedure or by some other procedure 
Bearer handling details and "Mapping" of L3QoS to L2QoS TBD. 
· Elementary procedures: 
Mostly missing, e.g.: 
Security configuration not finished, in measurement configuration setup/modification/release is missing, for HO "configuration" not finished and "confirmation" missing
· Handovers (both intra-LTE and inter-RAT): 
Mostly missing (a lot of details in intra-LTE handover, the description of the procedures in inter-RAT) 

· Pre-configurations: 
Missing (their need not even discussed properly, probably needed at least for signaling bearers). 

· Generic actions on receipt and absence of an information element: 
Mostly missing. These are information elements for system information, connection control, security, HO and measurements. In particular, high level procedure description of UE behavior upon reception of MIB and SU missing. 

· MBMS control signaling 
MCCH content, including signaling of emergency announcements 

· Protocol data units, formats and parameters: 
Message definitions exist, but reflect only the current status of the discussions, so not at all complete 
IE definitions incomplete; additional IEs to be added and even grouping is FFS. 

· RRC specification aspects: 
Discussion ongoing about the structure of the procedural definition 
ASN.1 specification not started, discussion at methodology discussion level.
It is of course worth noting that some actions have been taken, such as specific Ad Hoc still during 2007 in RRC and it would be highly desirable that we would enable tracking of the progress for items listed like in the example above to ensure correct focus and timely conclusions of the issues. Detailed organisation of the agenda is of course the discretion of the chairman of the particular section, thus not desiring to discuss that in detail in RAN plenary level. However it is desired that full visibility of these issues and their progress is provided to RAN plenary. 

3. Proposals
Following the likely approval the RRC spec with lot of elementary processing missing, we should ensure that proper actions are taken in WG2 on RRC to ensure the basic issues/functionality are tackled with high priority.

TSG RAN should be given more in depth report of the progress for the topics listed above for each RAN plenary, with preference of course for finalization with top priority as soon as possible. 
TSG RAN WG2 leadership is encouraged to ensure that correct focus on the work and detailed follow up of the status of the LTE open topics, including the examples listed in this paper. In the TSG RAN WG2 there exists also documentation on the open questions on RRC (R2-074971), and this is of course useful for WG2 internal discussions but is not too enlightening document for the RAN plenary to monitor the progress..
Despite the example of RRC in WG2 is taken here, open items exists in other specs as well and  efficient tracking and reporting of open basic issues would be very beneficial for RAN plenary in future.
