	In RAN2 stage 2 specification (TS25.308), it states Cell_PCH UE need to obtain HS-SCCH code information from system information: “The UE in CELL_PCH and URA_PCH states receiving HS-DSCH performs normal cell reselection process. The inter frequency and inter RAT cell reselection is supported as previous releases. When UE enters to a new cell, it obtains the valid HS-SCCH configuration from system information broadcast and performs Cell Update procedure.”
However, in RAN2 specification TS25.331, there is no HS-SCCH code information in the “HS-DSCH paging system information”. And the IE “HS-SCCH system info”, which is in “HS-DSCH common system information” in System Information Block, is stated to be used for the UE is not in CELL_DCH. (section 10.3.6.36e)That is, CELL_PCH UE with HS-DSCH needs to obtain HS-SCCH code information from “HS-DSCH common system information” in SIB.
In RAN3 specification, "HS-SCCH channelisation code" is only provided by NodeB in "HS-DSCH Common System Information Response", which it explicitly states this IE is used only for Cell_FACH in current specification.
