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Abstract of document:

TS 36.423, “X2 Application Protocol (X2AP)” specifies the radio network layer signalling procedures of the control plane between eNodeBs in EUTRAN. There are two groups of X2 interface X2AP procedures:

1. X2AP Basic Mobility Procedures;

2. X2AP Global Procedures;

The X2AP Basic Mobility Procedures handles UE specific mobility within EUTRAN. 
The Global Procedures are non UE specific procedures between two peer eNBs, such as X2 Setup, etc. 
X2 Layer 1 is described in 36.421. X2 Signalling Transport is described in 36.422.

Section 8.2.1, Handover Preparation:
The relation between the GTP tunnel end point allocated by the HANDOVER REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message, and corresponding GTP tunnel endpoints allocated in the S1 Path Switching message is FFS.
Section 8.2.2, SN Status Transfer:
Details on how to signal information about UL SDUs that the UE needs to re-transmit to the target eNB is FFS.
Section 8.3.1, Load indication:
Still FFS Whether an eNB receiving a LOAD INFORMATION message should respond with a LOAD INFORMATION message.
The detailed coding of some Information Elements is FFS, and may need alignment with S1. 
A procedure for support of RRM (as agreed in RAN1) is still missing.
