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1. Overall Description:

During TSG RAN #38, a study item “HS-PDSCH serving cell change enhancements” with the following objectives was created [1]:
1. Evaluate HS-PDSCH serving cell change reliability in the context of real time service transmission over HS-PDSCH (e.g. CS over HS or VoIP); in particular perform an evaluation of the procedure success rate.
2. Make a determination on the need for HS-PDSCH serving cell change enhancements.
3. Identify and recommend enhancement technique(s) (in case a need is identified).
This LS informs TSG RAN and TSG RAN WG 2 on the progress of work in TSG RAN WG1. 
Regarding objective 1 listed above, TSG RAN WG1 has evaluated a number of different scenarios in [2]-[5]. TSG RAN WG1 has found that the success rate of the serving cell change procedure is compromised in some difficult scenarios.
Regarding objective 2 listed above, it was agreed that enhancements of the serving cell change procedure would make sense to help improve success rate in difficult scenarios.

Regarding objective 3 listed above, some candidate schemes for enhancement techniques have been presented and discussed [6]-[8]. Since these techniques are mostly related to procedures defined under TSG RAN WG2’s responsibility, it would make sense to continue further discussion on enhancement techniques in TSG RAN WG2.

TSG RAN WG1 kindly asks TSG RAN to take into account that the evaluation of serving cell change procedure conducted in TSG RAN WG1 has shown that there is room for enhancing the procedure in order to improve success rate in difficult scenarios.
