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1. Overall Description:

During a review of the status of various LTE/SAE related core specifications that impact the UE conformance test development programme undertaken by RAN5, it was highlighted that the expected completion of SAE work in CT1 was not expected until Dec 08. Given many of the RAN5 signalling tests are reliant on this work for the NAS part of the tests, not surprisingly this will create a serious delay for the work in RAN5 and therefore the overall UE conformance  testing programme for LTE.
It is appreciated that all groups are restricted by resources and other dependencies, therefore to try and mitigate the situation RAN5 asks that its priorities are reflected in the order of work to be undertaken by CT1. These are as follows:
1. PLMN Selection

2. Attach

3. Detach

4. Service Request

5. Tracking Area Update

6. Paging

7. Dedicated Bearer Activation

From  RAN5 point of view, all of the above  functionalities are of high priority.
