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As 3G UE population has been grown nicely, to enable provision of new services with higher data rate with lower cost, it is natural to study 3G Home NodeB environments. Already many operators have indicated their interest in this area and these interests may drive the industry towards fragmented markets with non-standardized solutions from different vendors. Correspondingly, a study item was initiated to investigate the 3G Home NodeB environment and to develop a standardized scenario with a standardized solution to assure multi-vendor operation. 
The study was led by RAN4, which addressed radio aspects and also instigated a dialogue with SA3 and SA1 on general aspects related to HNB localization and authorization, RAN2 addressed mobility and protocol aspects related to CSG HNB and RAN3 addressed architectural aspects.  Text proposals asserting that the HNB is feasible were approved by the working groups and the, correspondingly, TR 25.820 will be presented to RAN#39 for approval.

The study has provided sufficient material on feasibility to allow further progressing this by Work Items. 

It is proposed that separate work items will be started by each of the affected working groups, a RAN2 work item to address CSG for Release 8, a RAN3 work item to address architectural changes, and a RAN4 work item on RF aspects and interference mitigation aspects. Independently, SA1 initiated a work item to look at service aspects of HNB. Initial discussions on this way forward have been held in all affected RAN WG.
Inputs are available to this plenary for all these proposed Work Items.
