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1. Overall Description:

RAN would like to inform CT that RAN#43 agreed as following for CSG feature of LTE release 8:

It is mandatory for the UE to support a minimum set of CSG functionality consisting of:

-
Identifying whether a cell is CSG or not;

-
Ignoring CSG cells in cell selection/reselection.

Other CSG functionality in AS, i.e. the requirement to detect and camp on CSG cells when the “allowed CSG list” is available or when manual CSG selection is triggered by the user, are related to the corresponding NAS features.

The AS functionalities consist of:

-
Manual CSG selection;

-
Autonomous CSG search;

-
Implicit priority handling for cell reselection with CSG cells.

It is possible that these functionalities are not supported or tested in early UE implementations.

Note that since the above AS features relate to idle mode operations, the capability support is not signalled to the network. For these reasons, no “feature group indicator” is assigned to this feature in RRC specifications to indicate early support in Rel-8.
