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1. Overall Description:

At RAN#42 (December 2008), a new work item proposal for Extended UMTS/LTE800 was approved [1]. This work item is scheduled to be completed at RAN#45 (September 2009). During the recent RAN4 meetings, the technical aspects for this work item have been conducted and almost all the corresponding CRs were technically endorsed at RAN4#50bis (March 2009) in Seoul. Those CRs will be approved at RAN#44 at the end on May 2009.
Note that RAN5 is the secondary WG to study the UE conformance testing issues for this work item, and the relevant works in RAN5 should be completed by September 2009 in order to close the work item. However, if RAN5 starts working after RAN#44 (May 2009) as normal, it would be difficult to keep the work item schedule due to the lack of time, i.e. LTE has only two chances, and UMTS has just one chance to be handled in RAN5 until September 2009. 

Therefore, assuming that there are no changes to the technically endorsed CRs outcome from RAN4#50bis in the RAN plenary, it is highly desirable that RAN5 starts studying conformance test aspects based on those CRs in RAN5#43 (April 2009). This will allow RAN5 one more meeting cycle to study the work item and keep the schedule.
2. Actions:

ACTION: TSG RAN WG4 kindly asks TSG RAN WG5 to take into account the above situation and study the corresponding conformance test requirements based on technically endorsed CRs from RAN4#50bis to keep the work item schedule.
