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1. Overall Description:

The feature PUSCH Frequency hopping (5 out of 6 modes) was qualified as high priority in the RAN5 Feature priority list [2] (attached) where coverage has been foreseen requiring new test cases to be drafted. At RAN5#42bis it was recognised that the present RAN5 Conformance LTE/SAE TC development plans (RF and Signalling) lack coverage of this feature.
Because the PUSCH Frequency hopping functionality is a Layer 1 feature RAN5 has considered two options:

(1) - Design RF test cases if RAN4 specifies performance requirements

(2) - Design Protocol/Signalling TCs, e.g. MAC TCs, that implicitly test the correct Layer 1 implementation

At present, RAN5 understanding is that RAN4 does not intend to specify PUSCH FH performance requirements in the scope of LTE Rel-8. Consequently, at RAN5#43 a proposal as how to provide coverage for conformance testing of PUSCH FH using option (2) was provided in R5-092057 "Adding test coverage for PUSCH Frequency Hopping" [1] (attached).

RAN5#43 decided to postpone the decision on R5-092057 and seek a clarification on the RAN4 intention to specify or not performance requirements for PUSCH FH which would allow RAN5 to make testing plans and specifically to either wait for radio requirements if appropriate for these particular testing, or investigate implicit L1 testing to cover PUSCH frequency hopping.

RAN5 kindly asks RAN4 to provide as soon as possible answer to the following questions:

Does RAN4 intend to specify PUSCH FH performance requirements in the scope of LTE Rel-8?


If Yes, will these requirements cover the whole feature functionality or only parts of it? If only parts are to be covered, which parts would be covered?


If RAN4 intends to specify PUSCH FH performance requirements in the scope of LTE Rel-8 what are the target completion dates for it?
