	In RP#41 the CR3385r2 on reconfiguration of inactive RABs to DCH was approved in RP-080685. With this CR a dormant DCH (0 kbps) can be configured in uplink with DTX. As consequence, the condition for setting the DTX_DRX_STATUS to TRUE has been changed from “no DCH transport channel is configured” to “no DPDCH is present in uplink and F-DPCH is configured in downlink”.
Currently, HS-SCCH-less operation can be configured in CELL_DCH state with or without DTX-DRX feature, when F-DPCH is configured without DCH configured in downlink or uplink. But as dormant DCH can be configured in uplink, one condition for setting the HS_SCCH_LESS_STATUS variable to TRUE as specified in 25.331, section 8.5.35 needs to be updated. It should be noted that support of F-DPCH implies no DCH configuration in downlink.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	The condition “no DCH transport channel is configured” for setting the HS_SCCH_LESS_STATUS variable to TRUE has been changed in the same way as it was done for DTX_DRX_STATUS in order to cover possible dormant DCH configuration in uplink.
Impact Analysis

Impacted functionality:

HS-SCCH less operation. The change only impacts the corrected functionality.

Inter-operability:

1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not then the UE will set the HS_SCCH_LESS_STATUS to FALSE and any HS-SCCH less related HS-PDSCH transmission by network will consistently fail.

2. If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the network is not then the UE will set the HS_SCCH_LESS_STATUS to TRUE but HS-SCCH less operation will not be started by network.

The variable HS_SCCH_LESS_STATUS shall be set to TRUE only when all the following conditions are met:

no DPDCH is present in uplink and F-DPCH is configured in downlink;
