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Introduction

During the last meeting cycles, both RAN2 and RAN3 have worked in parallel on studying aspects of the Relay Type-I. These studies have proved very useful in creating a common understanding of what the technical issues are and what the main architecture alternatives would be. 
Continuation of study on architecture aspects

Since this basic understanding now exists, we feel it would be good to make a clearer split of the responsibilities between RAN2 and RAN3. Our suggestions would be to make the split along the following lines:
1. Where does S1-MME terminate

2. Where does S1-U terminate

3. Existence and termination point of X2 protocols

4. QoS and bearer mapping on the Un link

5. Reduction of header overhead (if needed)

6. Smart forwarding (if needed)

7. L2/L3 impacts not related to control/user plane architecture

The result of the proposed worksplit is that the main architecture discussions in the coming period will take place in RAN3: the topics 1,2,3 need to be progressed before RAN2 can continue with topics like 4,5 and 6.

RAN2 can study topic 7 in parallel to the ongoing architecture in RAN3, and e.g. try to progress the study of impacts on MAC (e.g. HARQ for backhaul) or RRC.

We assume that the created TR continues to be used to capture the progress of the study on relays, but based on the worksplit indicated above, several chapters would be the prime responsibility of RAN3.

Proposal

We ask RAN to discuss and if possible agree on the indicated worksplit between RAN2 and RAN3 and the indicated continuation with the TR.
