Abstract of document:

The TS 36.104 document establishes the minimum RF characteristics and minimum performance requirements of E-UTRA Base Station (BS). 

The TS 36.141 document specifies the Radio Frequency (RF) test methods and conformance requirements for E-UTRA Base Stations (BS) operating either in the FDD mode (used in paired bands) or the TDD mode (used in unpaired bands). These have been derived from, and are consistent with the E-UTRA Base Station (BS) specifications defined in TS 36.104.
The TS 36.133 specifies requirements for support of Radio Resource Management for the FDD and TDD modes of E-UTRA. These requirements include requirements on measurements in UTRAN and the UE as well as requirements on node dynamical behaviour and interaction, in terms of delay and response characteristics.
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
