	For UMTS:

1. Decide if new triggering condition for measurement events to be applied for CSG cells only. 
2. For intra-freq case, decide if proximity indication is need or not, and whether to report strongest cell or strongest member cell for autonomous SI reporting
3. Determine need for prohibit timer mechanism for proximity indication
4. SI reading timer: whether it is fixed, NW configurable, calculated by UE, or whether we have it at all? (note that this is an optimization, may impact asn1)
5. Inter-RAT SI reading request and SI reporting are missing ( note that inter-RAT proximity indication was already considered. Impacts asn1 )
For LTE:

1. Whether to repeat proximity after handover? ( FFS noted in stage 3, in UTRA we do not, this information was included in SRNS relocation info )
2. Determine need for prohibit timer mechanism for proximity indication
3. Fixed timer allowed for trying to read SI (values FFS noted in stage 3)?
4. CSG ID reported in ANR reporting  - Support of other cases FFS (may impact asn1, but this is not the essential part of CSG inbound mobility)



	Consequences if not included in Release 9:
	1. ongoing service might be impacted;
2. flexibility in UE is not allowed for UMTS intra-freq ICHO case;

3. new defined CSG dedicated events would not be triggered for CSG cells only;

4. LTE macro might not be aware of the relative position between UE and its accessible CSG;

5. inter-RAT handover from UMTS macro to home eNodeB might suffer PCI confusion, and handover performance might be impacted;
6. inter-RAT handover  from UMTS macro to home LTE eNode B is not supported
