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· Final Submission toward Revision 10 of M.1457
In line with the updated time schedule for the submission toward Revision 10 of M.1457 (see RP-090854), ITU-R Ad Hoc has developed a set of baseline docs for the Final submission. All docs are submitted to RAN for technical revision and completion, approval and subsequent submission to SA and PCG; they will be submitted to ITU-R WP 5D#8 (9-16 June 2010 – deadline for input contributions: June, 2nd, 16:00 hours UTC) via Individual Members, as usual. In particular, the following docs have been prepared (the overall structure of the docs toward Rev 9 of M.1457 is also depicted in Annex 2):

· RP-100102 – Proposed Final submission toward Revision 10 of Rec. M.1457 (in order to ensure an easier handling of the contributions, the baseline docs for the revision of the Overviews in Sections 5.1.1 & 5.3.1, as well as the baseline docs for the revision of the list of Specs in Sections 5.1.2 & 5.3.2 are submitted as separate docs);

· RP-100098 – Baseline material for the proposed update of Section 5.1.1 toward Rev. 10 of Rec. M.1457 (Overview);

· RP-100099 – Baseline material for the proposed update of Section 5.1.2 toward Rev. 10 of Rec. M.1457 (list of Specs - titles and synopsis);

· RP-100100 – Baseline material for the proposed update of Section 5.3.1 toward Rev. 10 of Rec. M.1457 (Overview);

· RP-100101 – Baseline material for the proposed update of Section 5.3.2 toward Rev. 10 of Rec. M.1457 (list of Specs - titles and synopsis);

· RP-100103 – Draft accompanying letter for the submission of the updated Global Core Specifications (it is assumed that GCS that has to be prepared by 3GPP Secretary based on the outcome of the current TSGs Plenaries; TSG RAN is requested to confirm this assumption).

In addition, ITU-R Ad Hoc prepared RP-100104 (Draft reminder for the OPs on the compliance with ITU-R procedures as it relates to Revision 10 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457): the first action required by OPs is the submission to ITU-R of the Letters of Conveyance by June, 2nd; OPs must also jointly decide which version of the 3GPP Technical Specifications will be considered for transposition purposes.
As usual, the list of Specs with titles and synopsis needs to be reviewed by TSG CT and SA (RP-100105 and RP-100106, respectively). Since RAN and CT are meeting in parallel, following previous RAN advice, ITU-R Ad Hoc sent the LS to CT (RP-100105) asking for comments back to RAN by the end of March.
Taking into account that the deadline for the input contributions to ITU-R WP5D#8 is June, 2nd (16:00 hours UTC), it is proposed to handle the above documents by correspondence. The proposed detailed time schedule is the following:

- by the end of March feedback from CT and SA on the list of Specs to be included (responses to RP-100105 and RP-100106)
- by April, 9th – comments on the ITU-R Ad Hoc reflector on the baseline docs presented at RAN#47 (i.e. 3 weeks after RAN#47 to review the docs by correspondence)

- 9th – 16th April: approval of the proposed update on the ITU-R Ad Hoc reflector and submission to the RAN reflector

- by April, 30th - approval on the RAN reflector (1 week for comments and 1 week for approval)

- by May, 7th – approval on the SA reflector (RAN Chairman to circulate the doc to SA)
- by May, 14th – approval on the PCG reflector (RAN Chairman to circulate the doc to SA)
· Other issues toward ITU-R WP5D
· ITU-R M.1580/M.1581. Taking into account that it is appropriate to keep Rec. ITU-R M.1457 aligned with Recs ITU-R M.1580 & M.1581 (on unwanted emissions characteristics for base stations and mobile stations, respectively), ITU-R Ad Hoc has also prepared the baseline docs for possible contributions toward ITU-R WP5D#8 (deadline for input contributions: June, 2nd, 16:00 hours UTC) on this topic. It is proposed to ask RAN4 to address this issue by correspondence in order to check whether any update is needed and, if this is the case, circulate on the RAN reflector the proposed contribution(s) toward WP5D by April, 19th for the approval by correspondence (followed by SA and PCG approval by correspondence together with the material toward Rev. 10 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457, and subsequent submission to ITU-R WP5D#8 via Individual Members, as usual).
· IMT-Advanced. As part of the on-going process for IMT-Advanced, a number of preliminary/interim Evaluation Reports were received by ITU-R WP5D at its February meeting. Further details can be found in RP-100174.
· ITU-R M.2039. ITU-R WP5D has sent a LS on the update of Report ITU-R M.2039, “Characteristics of terrestrial IMT-2000 systems for frequency sharing/interference analyses” (see RP-100YYY). Feedback is requested by June, 2nd, 16:00 hours UTC. It is proposed to ask RAN4 to address this issue by correspondence and, if a response is felt appropriate, circulate it on the RAN reflector by April, 19th for the approval by correspondence (followed by SA and PCG approval by correspondence together with the material toward Rev. 10 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457, and subsequent submission to ITU-R WP5D#8 via Individual Members, as usual).
· Compatibility/sharing between IMT and FSS in the 3.4-3.6GHz band. ITU-R WP5D has sent a LS on a Draft New Recommendation addressing this topic (see RP-100ZZZ). Feedback is requested by June, 2nd, 16:00 hours UTC. It is proposed to ask RAN4 to address this issue by correspondence and, if a response is felt appropriate, circulate it on the RAN reflector by April, 19th for the approval by correspondence (followed by SA and PCG approval by correspondence together with the material toward Rev. 10 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457, and subsequent submission to ITU-R WP5D#8 via Individual Members, as usual).

· ITU-R WP5A (Report ITU-R M.2116)
ITU-R WP5A has sent a LS to External Organisations on the update of Report ITU-R M.2116, “Characteristics of broadband wireless access systems operating in the land mobile service for use in sharing studies” (see RP-100007). Feedback is requested by May, 3rd, 16:00 hours UTC. It is proposed to ask RAN4 to review the Report attached to the LS and, if a response is felt appropriate, circulate it on the RAN reflector by April, 10th for the usual one week approval by correspondence (followed by SA and PCG approval by correspondence in parallel in the week 19-23 April, and subsequent submission to ITU-R WP5D#8 via Individual Members, as usual).
