Technical status related evaluation
2.1
Detailled Progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
RAN1:
The work item was essentially completed in RAN1 as of RAN#45, and there has been no change in status since that time.

RAN2:

RAN2 declared their major tasks complete as of RAN#46.  In the intervening working group meetings, the related developments have been limited to completion of the ASN.1 code for LPP and the implementation of the following additional features:
· LPP acknowledgement and retransmission mechanism (completed at RAN2#69, closing the open issue identified in RP-091042)

· Notification via LPP of change of serving cell based on triggered reporting (completed at RAN2#69)

As of RAN2#69, the ASN.1 corpus is considered complete for Rel-9, and RAN2 determined that the code is considered suitable for freezing at RAN#47.
RAN3:

RAN3 declared their major tasks complete as of RAN#46.  Positioning work at the intervening working group meetings has been confined to small changes to TS 36.455.

RAN4:

RAN4 were assigned to develop requirements for the support of A-GNSS and OTDOA.  The A-GNSS portion of this work was completed as of RAN#46, and work in this area since then has been confined to minor details.

Ranges for all parameters necessary for E-CID and OTDOA were completed at RAN4#54, with notification sent to RAN2 to allow them to incorporate any needed changes in the LPP ASN.1.

Numerous companies provided simulation results for OTDOA and E-CID, with some test cases proposed based on these results.

RAN4 core requirements specifying performance for the measurement of UE Rx-Tx time difference and RSTD remain to be specified, along with any additional potential core requirements for OTDOA and E-CID.
