At RAN4#55 in Montreal, Canada, four contributions with corresponding revisions were considered [2-5] for the core part of this WI.  The TR skeleton [2], a summary of changes required to the 3GPP specifications [3], and a background paper covering the 2 GHz S-band were approved [4].  A decision on Operating band and channel arrangements for Adding 2 GHz band LTE for ATC of MSS in North America [5] was postponed and cannot move forward pending completion of technical studies and offline discussions in R4 wrt support of variable UL-DL channel separation.  
The outcome of these studies will confirm what several vendors stated in Montreal regarding support for variable duplexer.  Numerous vendors and operators voiced support for keeping this as one band while these technical studies and offline discussions are taking place.
