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1. Problem with the current WID
Rogers Wireless expressed reservations before about the WID [1] as approved in the last RAN Plenary.

Since some inconsistency and ambiguity were identified with the approved document package, changes to some of the current text are required to avoid any misinterpretation and accurately reflect regulatory environments, e.g. in Canada.

In discussions with key proponents for the work item, it was clarified that the intent was for deployment in the US and countries with similar 2600 MHz band regulations.  It does suggest so if referring to Section 4.1 of the WID performance part – “The purpose and objectives of this work item are: ……for deployment in US…”

On the other hand, Section 4.1 of the WID core part came with the text that “….with TDD channel arrangement for the US and region 2 only.” 
Similar problem can also be found elsewhere in the document package including the cover page where Region 2 was explicitly referred to.
2. Regulatory consideration

Respecting the US regulatory decision already made, it should be highlighted that the band plan for 2600 MHz is yet to be determined in many countries in Region 2.  For example, in Canada, this band was primarily licensed for fixed applications but some interim guidelines were made available earlier this year to permit some transition to mobile services.  However, a final band plan for the 2500-2690 MHz remains to be seen with various options/scenarios such as the one below still being under consideration. The 3GPP WID should better take any such developments into account not causing controversy with various regulatory environments.
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3. Proposal
The WID including the core, feature and performance parts be amended as attached to fix any problem as highlighted above.  It mainly involves removal of region 2 from the text such that it is understood for deployment in the US and countires with similar 2600 MHz band regulations.
