	Based on the contents in TR36.815 v9.0.0 and the latest discussions in RAN4, the channel arrangement for Band 41 has not been decided yet and neither has a CR been generated to add a new band into the associated technical specifications. All the frequency definitions utilizing this band number should be in square brackets, as it is in TR36.815 v9.0.0, at the current stage to correctly represent the above situation. The allocation of the band number should be assigned once the appropriate WI completes, as it could be that other WI defining new bands complete earlier and this would lead to confusion in band numbering and may result in non-sequential channel numbering.

	 It will cause confusion as there are multiple WI underway defining new TDD bands and band and channel numbering should only be finalized as each WI completes to preserve sequential channel numbering and prevent gaps in numbering.
