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1.0 Background

ITU-R Working Party 5D recently sent a liaison (email of 28 July 2010) to the external organizations related to the schedule and process for the development of the initial release of Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] on IMT-Advanced.  See document RP-100706
.
To assist 3GPP in understanding what 3GPP needs to do in their work to provide the necessary deliverables to ITU-R and to support the work of the 3GPP OPs in their response to ITU-R, a table of deliverables and a specific schedule is proposed in RP-100939 (“Schedule and deliverables in 2010 and 2011 for the initial release of Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] for IMT-Advanced and  for Revision 10 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 for IMT-2000”).
A Structure of the LTE-Advanced Overview & Global Core Specification (GCS) Sections of Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] is proposed in RP-100930 (“Preparation and Structure of the LTE-Advanced Overview & Global Core Specification (GCS) Sections of Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC]”).
This contribution specifically addresses the 3GPP Specifications that are understood to form the basis of a GCS; these Specifications are to  be submitted to ITU-R by 23 March 2011, 16:00 hours UTC.
2.0 Discussion
RP-100706 described the process defined by ITU-R WP 5D for the development of the initial release of Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] on IMT-Advanced. This process permits the of the “GCS” (Global Core Specification) approach whereby a GCS is the set of specifications that defines a single RIT, an SRIT, or a RIT within an SRIT. It is the intention of 3GPP and the 3GPP OPs to utilize the GCS approach
.

From a 3GPP perspective, it is therefore imperative to identify the 3GPP Specifications that are basis of the 3GPP Proposal “LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-Advanced)” as submitted to ITU-R in October, 2009 (RP-090736/RP-090939). These 3GPP Specifications must be submitted as GCS to ITU-R by 23 March, 2011 (16:00 hours UTC) using the Release 10 versions of the Specifications coming from the December 2010 TSGs’ meetings
. This contribution proposes the list of relevant Specifications per each TSG/WG.  

As an action TSG RAN#49 is requested to check this list and amend it as appropriate and to liaise with TSG CT#49 and SA#49 as appropriate (a draft LS to CT and SA has been prepared as a separate input document.).
3.0 Relevant Specifications from TSG CT and SA
It is believed that no Specification under the purview of TSG CT, nor under TSG SA, are required for this GCS. With specific reference to the terminal aspects, it is understood that the RAN Specifications satisfies this relevant to the 3GPP Proposal “LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-Advanced)” as submitted to ITU-R in October, 2009 (RP-090736/RP-090939).
Therefore, with reference to the Structure of the LTE-Advanced Overview & Global Core Specification (GCS) Sections of Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] as proposed in RP-100930, it is suggested that the list of 3GPP Specifications that relate to CT and SA that are deemed important to show the overarching system view of LTE-Advanced be included in Section 1.3 (“Overview of the System Aspects the SRIT”). As such, it is not necessary to include them in Section 2 (“Detailed Specification of the Set of Radio Interface Technologies”), and therefore OPs will not be requested to provide specific transposed references to these Specifications.
TSG RAN#49 is kindly asked to liaise with TSG CT#49 and TSG SA#49 to cross check this view (a draft LS to CT and SA has been prepared as a separate input document.).
4.0 Relevant Specifications from TSG RAN
The following 3GPP Specifications have been identified as the basis of the 3GPP Proposal “LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-Advanced)” as submitted to ITU-R in October, 2009 (RP-090736/RP-090939). � The process also permits the use of Directly Incorporated Specifications (DIS).  A “DIS” (Directly Incorporated Specification) is the set of detailed technical specifications/standards that are directly written in the Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC], in the case of not utilizing a GCS and therefore not requiring transposed standards. 3GPP and/or the OPs could exceptionally utilize a DIS approach for some or all of the specifications.
