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1. Overall Description:

IEEE 802.19 TG1 would like to thank 3GPP TSG RAN for their correspondence and provide answers to questions stated in RP-100670.

1) Question: What is the expected timeline for this IEEE activity? In particular, when is the IEEE expecting to issue a first version of a standard?
Answer: According project authorization of P802.19.1 request expected date of submission of draft to the IEEE-SA for initial sponsor ballot is December 2012. Projected completion date for submittal to RevCom is September 2013.
2) Question: Which bands are referred to exactly as “TV Bands”? It was noted in 3GPP that “TV Bands” can refer to various frequency bands, and therefore 3GPP TSG RAN would like to ask for clarification on which exact frequency bands are addressed by this calling for proposals.
Answer: We are developing a standard for coexistence of license-exempt devices to operate in the TV Bands, when we refer to TV bands they are defined in each country by the regulator for broadcast terrestrial TV signals. For example, TV Bands in the USA are shown in Table 1.
