The requested sections were reviewed by TSG GERAN WG1 with focus on their applicability in a sub-block gap. 
TSG GERAN WG1 would like to note that instead of section 7.4.5, section 7.4.3   
7.4.3  
Additional Narrowband blocking minimum requirement for GSM/EDGE
was reviewed being relevant for BC2. 
TSG GERAN WG1 would like to inform TSG RAN WG4 that the GSM/EDGE requirements of the requested sections generally apply for any interferer frequency within the relevant band. They also apply within a non-contiguous frequency allocation as described in clause 3 of TS 45.005 v9.5.0. However, TSG GERAN WG1 has not achieved an agreement, whether the current requirements in those requested sections can be directly applied and further investigation is felt needed considering the variety of non-contiguous deployment scenarios covered in TR 37.802 v0.3.0, in particular on parameter ranges for the operator scenarios in section 5.2. Thus TSG GERAN WG1 would invite TSG RAN WG4 to provide more information on intended configurations for MSR-NC in BC2, before a conclusion on the applicability of requirements to ranges in sub-block gaps can be drawn.

TSG GERAN WG1 kindly asks TSG RAN and TSG RAN WG4 to take the information above into consideration in their further work on the Technical specifications for MSR-NC BS.
