	Task(s) within work which are not complete:
	For TDD, the UE reference sensitivity needs to be settled. For FDD, the band arrangement needs to be confirmed and the already agreed RF requirements updated accordingly. Alignment with the European plan in ECC PT1 also needs to be implemented.

	Consequences if not included in Release 10:
	Parts of the band arrangements (for TDD) are already included in Rel-10. Not including the remaining CRs would cause inconsistencies.


Abstract of document:

The TDD arrangements are completed, except for the outstanding issue on UE reference sensitivity. 
Most details of the FDD arrangement are documented, but no CRs are produced yet. RAN4#58 agreed to change the FDD arrangement from 2x90 MHz to 2x80 MHz, which has implications for the details of the requirements. These need to be updated and CRs produced. The FDD arrangement is potentially a contentious issue, since the 3GPP conclusions will be reported to ECC PT1 and may have impact on the European regulation. ECC PT1 is planning to make its final decision on the band arrangements in May. When the agreement is made in PT1 in May (same week as RAN4#59), the CRs agreed by RAN4 will need to be validated against that agreement.
