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Introduction

There are presently several work items ongoing for the addition of new operating bands: 2 GHz LTE for ATC of MSS in North America [1], Expanded 1900 MHz for UTRA and LTE [2], UMTS-LTE 3500 MHz [3] and Extending 850 MHz Upper Band (814-849 MHz) [4]. And also a SI on E850. Additional WI and SI were approved in the last RAN plenary, RAN#51, [6]-[8]. The variations in ways of working and presentation of results for the different work items indicate that there is a need to harmonize future work on new bands, in order to increase the efficiency of the work on new operating bands.
Discussion

RAN4, as the leading group on new operating band WI/SI, has decided to create a guideline for new WI and SI on new operating bands in order to increase efficiency. The work has been lead by Ericsson/ST-Ericsson and most of companies joining RAN4 have been participating on this work.
RAN4 decided that the guideline should be kept as a permanent deliverable (e.g TR within 30.xxx series), which is valid for Rel-11 and might also be used in later releases.
