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1 Discussion and request
The Rel-11 LTE TDD study item for DL-UL interference management and traffic adaptation was approved in RAN #51 [1], focusing on enhancing TDD specific features. The corresponding work has been started according to the agreements in RAN #51. In the subsequent prioritization procedure, a total of 9 credits are assigned by operators to this RAN1-led SI [2]. Although the number of allocated credits does not make the TDD SI on the top priority list, it is observed that: 
· Four operators have assigned significant portions of their credits to the Rel-11 TDD SI. 
· The four operators represent the operator interests in TDD in the prioritization procedure.
· TD-LTE will be deployed in many areas globally, including areas where operators are not part of the current prioritization procedure. Numerous 4G TDD spectrum allocations have taken place in all regions, with trials underway and commercial deployments planned. TD-LTE is widely expected to provide 4G service to some of the most dense subscriber populations in the world.
Hence, in the interest of further enhancing LTE technology adoption and supporting world wide TD-LTE deployment, it is proposed to discuss how to ensure technology neutral prioritization and continued enhancement for LTE TDD in 3GPP RAN. One possible way forward could be to continue the LTE TDD SI [1] in the relevant 3GPP RAN working groups after RAN#53.
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
