The Korean study Item of “Study on Interference analysis between 800~900 MHz bands” is targeting similar frequency ranges with the Japanese study Item of “Study on UMTS/LTE in 900 MHz band (Japan, Korea)” and 

there was a consensus on the importance of harmonization between Korea and Japan 900MHz bands.
So these 2 SIs are co-operating each other, as possible way of harmonization between Korea and Japan has been discussed in the SI on UMTS/LTE in 900 MHz band (Japan, Korea), while feasible requirements for co-existence in Korea have been discussed in this SI from technical point of view.

Since the SI on UMTS/LTE in 900 MHz band (Japan, Korea) is expected to be completed on the RAN#54, it could be decided whether the Korean SI should be continued or not in RAN4 #61 meeting by Korean operators.
Based on the above consideration, it is desirable to postpone full-scale study on Korean SI until the Japanese SI ends.
