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1. Way forward
Proposal:
It is proposed that TSG-RAN agree to request RAN4 and RAN5 to indicate if there is sufficient test coverage to verify whether the UE can connect to the LTE network when 4 CRS ports are used by the Base Station. This does not include dynamic switching of the number of CRS ports used.
It is also proposed to agree in principle to introduce the following note in one of the 3GPP specifications. Exact specification should be agreed in RAN#55.

“NOTE: The consequence of not implementing in the UE the support of downlink transmit diversity for common channels with 4 cell-specific reference signal antenna ports as defined in Section 6.3.4.3 of [21] is that when the network uses this feature, the UE will not be able to connect to the LTE network. The consequences of not supporting other mandatory features are not described here.”
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
