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Introduction
At RAN #53 meeting the RAN Rel-11 WI/SI prioritization process [1] was applied and prioritized WI/SIs were granted admission to RAN WGs, whereas some profound impacts were also incurred, especially to TDD-specific work. One existing TDD-specific study item, namely Study on Further Enhancements to LTE TDD for DL-UL Interference Management and Traffic Adaptation [2] and one re-proposed TDD-specific study item, HSPA enhancement for LCR TDD [3] were put on hold despite of the support from TDD-oriented operators.
Discussion
One contribution from CCSA [4] was submitted to PCG_27 shortly after RAN #53 on this issue. Whilst CCSA well acknowledged the importance of converged FDD/TDD standard and common FDD/TDD technologies, CCSA requested that TDD specific improvements shall not be precluded in 3GPP. CCSA made the following observation to the practice of RAN Rel-11 prioritization: “Observation: proposals for TDD technologies or TDD specific studies are unlikely to pass the prioritization process which was used in the TSG RAN #53 plenary meeting.” CCSA therefore proposed to allocate sufficient time for TDD technologies and TDD specific studies in 3GPP.

The PCG requested TSG RAN to take the comments from CCSA into account during a re-evaluation exercise that was expected to take place during the December 2011 TSG RAN meeting [5].
It should be acknowledged within RAN that the necessity of TDD specific work is based on actual needs and thus comes with a solid justification. Future RAN standardization activities should accommodate the need of TDD specific work where consensus-based approach can be adopted for approval of each individual proposal. 
It is proposed to allow the aforementioned two TDD specific study items to resume/start working in the corresponding RAN WGs after RAN #54.
Conclusion
It is proposed to allow the aforementioned two TDD specific study items to resume/start working in RAN WGs after RAN #54. Sufficient time should be allocated to future TDD specific work based on consensus.
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
