Technical status related evaluation

2.1
Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
RAN4 held a special 3 day ad-hoc in January dedicated to resolving the remaining Band 26 issues. The outcome of the January meeting [1] [2] was approved during the opening session of RAN4 #62.  During the remaining time RAN4#62 developed and approved the remaining RAN#4 CR’s needed for RAN to approve band 26.  The other RAN groups completed their work so RAN now has for approval all of the CR’s needed to include Band 26 in Release 11. 

More detail can be found below… 
Additional coexistence protection for iDEN and Narrowband Public Safety systems adjacent to Band 26. 

1) Coexistence with Non-3GPP technologies in the 851-859 MHz Range
a. After many months of debate the RAN4 chair declared a Working Agreement using -53 dBm/6.25 KHz as the protection limit for 851-859 MHz.  The -53 dBm/6.25 KHz was a compromise between the four simulations submitted on this topic; two showing that -47 dBm/6.25 KHz was sufficient to protect public safety, one that showed that -50 dBm/6.25 KHz was sufficient and one that showed that -57 dBm/6.25 KHz  was sufficient. Based on the Working Agreement RAN4 developed an A-MPR solution that can be used by operators to reduce out of band emissions 28 dB below the FCC regulatory requirement. 
b. A minority of companies in RAN4 wanted to ensure that the coexistence values used for Band 26 are consistent with the -57 dBm/6.25 KHz used in Band 13, there were also discussions around how Band 26 provided protection to public safety systems in the 851-859 Band while operators deploying Band 5 UE’s aren’t required by TS 36.101 to provide any protection to public safety systems operating between 851-869 MHz. 
2) Coexistance with Non-3GPP technologies in the 806-817 MHz Range
a. Band 26 extends band 5 on the lower end which introduces potential coexistence issues with narrowband public safety systems operating in the 806-817 MHz band.  
b. RAN4 completed the development of an A-MPR solution that can be optionally used by operators to reduce out of band emissions below regulatory requirements.  For UTRA RAN4 is developing minimum guard band requirements needed to meet the target out of band emission.  
3) Coexistence protection for Bands under development (APAC700 and E850_LB)

a. RAN4 resolved the coexistence issues with APAC700 without the use of AMPR, this is because APAC700 band is far enough below Band 26 to benefit from attenuation from the duplex filter.

b. The e850_LB coexistence issue was resolved by using the same protection levels and A-MPR values as the ones used to protect non-3GPP technologies in the 851-859 MHz band
